School Closings and Delays 

School closings are governed by the following policy: 
● The Superintendent is the only person authorized to close schools. 

● If no announcements are made via ParentSquare or on television 
stations by 7:00 A.M., schools will be expected to open on regular 
schedules. 

● If there is a two-hour delay, there will be no morning preschool 

classes. Students enrolled in AYS will begin AYS at their regular 
time and remain in that program until school begins. 

 
If the Superintendent delays the start of school by two hours, the start 
time will be 10:10 AM at the elementary schools and junior high and 

10:00 AM at the high school. For the high school this includes Monday 
Professional Learning Community (PLC) start days. If there is a two-hour 
delay at the high school on a PLC day, school will start at 10:00 AM. 
 

As a general rule of operation, when the schools remain open during 
inclement weather, the School Town of Speedway recognizes the basic 
right of parents and guardians to decide whether or not to send their 
children to school under these conditions. In these situations, parent 

decisions about school attendance and tardiness are respected. These 
absences will be considered excused at the local level. Parents and 
students must remember it is the student’s responsibility to “make-up” 
school work missed during this absence. 
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SECTION I 
GENERAL INFORMATION 

A. School Residence 

Provisions for legal residence of a student are in accordance with IC 20-
26-11.  Students whose parent(s) or legal guardian(s) move from the 
residence in Speedway to a residence outside of the city limits of 
Speedway during the school year must make arrangements with the 

principal for transfer no later than the end of the current semester. 
School Town of Speedway does not accept tuition or educational 
guardianship students.   
Proof of residency will be required. Home visits may be made to verify 
residency.   

According to IC 20-33-8-30, regardless of residency, a student who is 
under suspension or expulsion or has withdrawn to avoid expulsion may 
not be allowed to enroll. 

B. Title IX and Section 504 

The School Town of Speedway is committed to equal opportunity. It is an 
Equal Opportunity-Affirmative Action Employer and does not discriminate 
on the basis of age, race, color, religion, sex, disability, or national origin, 
including limited English proficiency, or any other characteristic protected 
by applicable law in any employment and/or educational opportunity.

No student or employee shall be subject to retaliation for engaging in 
protected activity with respect to any complaint or report of unlawful 

discrimination or harassment.  Anyone who believes retaliation has 
occurred should promptly report such conduct to the Coordinator 
identified or to the Superintendent. 

C. Confidentiality of Records 

The Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 deals with the legal 
aspects of pupil records. The purpose of this act is to assure the privacy 
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of all records such as grades, race, etc., by making sure that no such 
information is provided to any outside institution, employer, etc., unless a 
written release is given by the legal guardian (or by the student if 18 

years of age or older). 
 
Speedway School Corporation designates the following items as 
Directory Information: student name, address, telephone number, date of 

birth, hair and eye color, dates of attendance, awards received, most 
recent previous school attended, photo, videotape not used in a 
disciplinary matter, and student work displayed at the discretion of the 
teacher with no grade displayed. The Corporation may disclose any of 
these items without prior written consent unless notified in writing to the 

contrary within 15 days of enrollment. 
 
Discretionary directory information such as names, mailing addresses, 
email addresses, or parents’ names, may be released to such 

organizations as S.P.T. and Booster Club unless the legal guardian gives 
a written letter of objection.  
 
Release of Student Directory Information by the high school to recruiting 
representatives of the various military services and academies is 

required by federal law. (20 U.S.C. 7908; 10 U.S.C. 503) For purposes of 
these laws, directory information is defined as the name of student, 
address, and published telephone number(s). A parent or a student over 
the age of 18 has the right to restrict the release of such information to 

the military recruiting representatives if the parent or student makes a 
written request that the directory information not be released to military 
recruiters without the parent’s written consent to such release. 
 

Parents have the right at all times to request a personal interview and 
interpretation of their children’s records. The principal, assistant principal, 
or teacher will be available to assist. 

D. Local Liaison for Homeless Children and Youth 

The School Town of Speedway designates the Home-School Advisor at 

the elementary school to serve as the Local Liaison for Homeless 
Children and Youth, and designates a School Counselor to serve as the 
Local Liaison for Homeless Children and Youth at the junior high school 
and high school levels. The Assistant Superintendent, Mr. John Dizney, 

is the district’s McKinney-Vento Homeless Liaison.  
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E. Textbook Assistance 

Under Indiana Code, Section 20-8.1-9-3, the parent of a child or an 
emancipated minor enrolled in a public school in grade K-12 who meets 

certain financial eligibility standards may have the fees for school 
textbooks and workbooks furnished by the school corporation in which 
the child resides. The school corporation will secure reimbursement for 
such fees from the Indiana Department of Education. The paper fee is 

not included in textbook assistance; therefore, it should be paid even if 
textbook reimbursement has been secured. Specific information 
regarding textbook assistance is available from the building principal. 
This form must be filed prior to September 13 or thirty days after 
enrollment. 

F. Textbooks and Classroom Paper Fees 

Students are issued textbooks by their classroom teachers. Students are 
charged a text rental fee based upon the cost of texts involved. Each 
student is also charged with the good care and return of all textbooks 

issued to him/her. 
 
Should a student lose or damage a textbook, he/she will be charged the 
book value of the textbook. 
 

The student also pays a paper fee. This permits teachers to distribute or 
make needed classroom paper available for regular class work. 
 
Checks should be made payable to Speedway Schools. A $15.00 fee will 

be assessed for all returned checks. Speedway Schools will not accept 
checks from anyone after the second returned check. Partial refunds will 
be made to those who move away in the first twelve weeks of each 
semester. Fees for the year are due at pre-registration. They will be 

considered overdue after September 30 unless a time payment plan has 
been approved. 
 
Fees for students enrolling after the start of school will be due upon 
enrollment unless a time payment plan has been approved. Collection of 

overdue fees will be made through a collection agency. The filing fee and 
any attorney fees incurred will be charged to the parent/guardian of the 
student. 
 

G. Parental Concerns 
 

Parents are partners with the school in educating children. Teachers and 

staff will make every effort to communicate with you. All schools in 
Speedway use ParentSquare and have voice mail systems. Please do 
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not hesitate to contact us if we can help. If there are any concerns 
regarding classroom issues, please contact the classroom teacher first. 
All other concerns should be directed to the building administration. 

H. Visitors 

For the safety of students and staff, all visitors must show identification 
and check in at the front office.   Students are not permitted to bring 
visitors to school with them during school hours. 

I. Speedway Parent – Teacher Association (SPT) 

Speedway Parents Teachers is the parent-teacher organization serving 
grades K-12 in all Speedway Schools. SPT is building-based with a 
district organization for continuity. Some of the activities sponsored each 
year by the organization are: 

 
● Open Houses in each Speedway School 
● Teacher Appreciation 
● Field Trips 

● Special Student and Family Engagement Activities 
● Safety Patrol Equipment 

 
Speedway Parents Teachers organization sponsors fund-raising projects 
each year. Proceeds from these have resulted in many generous gifts 

that have benefited students educationally. The organization elects 
officers, plans programs, and develops a budget. 
 
There are regularly scheduled Board and business-program meetings. 

Your participation, membership, and support for the Speedway Parents 
Teachers Organization is encouraged and appreciated. 

J. PowerSchool 

Parents and students are encouraged to monitor student academics by 

using PowerSchool. PowerSchool is a program that allows parents and 
students to view a student’s grades, attendance, and academic progress 
and to receive school updates and general information on-line. 
PowerSchool can be accessed through the Speedway School’s website 
at www.speedwayschools.org.  This site is password protected. 

Passwords can be obtained online. If you need additional assistance, call 
the school office. 

K. Part-Time Enrollment in School 

Students with legal settlement in the School Town of Speedway between 

the minimum and maximum ages established by state law for school 

http://www.speedwayschools.org/
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attendance who attend private or parochial schools or who are home 
schooled may enroll and attend class on an abbreviated schedule in a 
School Town of Speedway school provided that: 

● The student does not aspire or expect to earn a Speedway High 
School diploma. 

● Courses taken are not offered at the student’s current school. 
● Any prerequisites to the courses have been satisfied. 

● Any pre-enrollment procedures have been satisfied. 
● Student is placed within their chronological age group range. 
● Space is available within the requested class. 
● Student agrees to abide by all applicable school rules and 

regulations. 

● The Principal grants approval to enroll. 
 
Students who participate in the curricular program in the School Town of 
Speedway will be counted as an enrolled student in the Average Daily 

Membership (ADM) count. Students who are enrolled must participate in 
the required state and local testing programs. 
 
Home schooled, private or parochial school students enrolled in 
curricular classes may participate in after-school curricular activities if 

participation in those related activities is a requirement of the class. 
Home schooled, private or parochial school students may not participate 
in extracurricular sports, programs, activities or intramurals. 

L. Withdrawal 

If, for any reason, a student must withdraw from school, he/she should 
inform the school office at least two days before the last day of 
attendance. All books and materials must be returned on the last day of 
attendance. School records will be forwarded when the new school 

requests them. Release forms may be required before records are sent 
to a new school. 

M. State Testing 

Students in grade 3 are required to take IREAD-3 in the spring. Retakes 
are scheduled during the summer.  

 
All students in grades 3 through 8 and grade 10 will participate in the 
state assessments.  All students in grades K through 12 who are 
identified as Limited English Proficient will participate in WIDA (World-

Class Instructional Design and Assessment).  
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Schools are required to administer a universal screener identifying those 
students at risk for dyslexia in grades K-2.  Additional information is 
outlined in the elementary reading plans on the corporation’s website or 

by contacting the Director of Exceptional Learners. 

N. High Ability Program 

School Town of Speedway recognizes that regardless of background, 
students will perform, show potential to perform, or display at an 

outstanding level accomplishments in the core academic areas of 
English Language Arts and Mathematics. Speedway Schools are 
committed to providing a high ability identification program that 
challenges students to meet their full potential as lifelong learners and 
global citizens. District-wide screening for high ability will take place in 

grades K, 2, 5, and 8. For additional information, please contact the 
Director of Exceptional Learners. The current high ability plan is available 
on the school’s website. 

O. School Telephones  

The telephones in the school office are to be used for school business. 
Students should ask permission to use them only in cases of real 
necessity. Students will not be called to the telephone except in cases of 
emergency. Calls will be taken from parent(s) or guardian(s) and the 
student will be given the message or told who should be called. 
 

Students may use classroom phones only at the direction of the teacher 

for official school business. 

P. Acceptable Use of Technology Policy 

The School Town of Speedway offers its students and staff access to the 
internet and related telecommunications services.  The purpose of 
school-provided internet access is to facilitate the education of students.  

To remain eligible users, students’ use must be in support of, and 
consistent with the educational objectives of the school.  Access entails 
responsibility.  The School Town of Speedway will educate its students 
about appropriate online behavior.  This policy applies to all users when 

using the School Town of Speedway computer network or when using 
personally-owned devices on the school campus and computer network. 
 

Network access is a privilege, not a right. The use of the network must 
be consistent with and directly related to the educational objectives of the 
School Town of Speedway. A violation of the terms of this Acceptable 
Use of Technology policy may result in suspension or termination of 

internet access privileges (other than directly supervised access during 
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classroom instruction), may also result in other disciplinary action 
consistent with the disciplinary policies of the School Town of Speedway, 
and may also result in criminal prosecution where applicable.  The 

School Town of Speedway will cooperate fully with law enforcement 
officials in any investigation relating to misuse of the School Town of 
Speedway computer network. 

Q. Violations of Acceptable Use of Technology 

1.  Violations of this Acceptable Use of Technology policy include, but 
are not limited to, the following conduct: 
 

a. Cyber bullying; or using profane, vulgar, threatening, defamatory, 
abusive, discriminatory, harassing or otherwise objectionable or 
criminal language in a public or private communication. 
 

b. Sending messages or posting information that would likely result 
in the loss of recipients’ work, loss of recipients’ access to the 
computer network, or attempting to harm, modify, or destroy data 
of another user. 

 

c. Participating in other types of use which would cause congestion 
of the network or interfere with the work of others. 

 

d. Using the network in a manner that would violate any state or 
federal law. This includes, but is not limited to, copyrighted 

material, threatening material and spreading of computer 
viruses. 

 

e. Accessing or transmitting materials that are obscene, 
pornographic, harmful to minors, sexually explicit, or without 
redeeming educational value. 

 

f. Accessing any prohibited sites on the internet. 
 

g. Revealing the personal information of oneself or another person. 
 

h. Seeking information on other users; obtaining copies of or 
modifying files, dates, or passwords belonging to other users; or 
misrepresenting other users when using the computer network. 

 

i. Revealing one’s password or other identifying information to 
anyone else, using anyone else’s password, or pretending to be 
someone else when sending information over the computer 

network. 
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j. Attempting to gain unauthorized access to system programs or 
computer equipment, including attempts to override, “hack,” or to 
encourage others to override any firewalls established on the 

School Town of Speedway computer network. 
 

k. Exhibiting any other action whatsoever which would in any way 
subject the user, or the School Town of Speedway, to any civil or 
criminal action. 

 

l. Discussing highly sensitive or confidential information in e-mail 
communications. 

 

m. Using the School Town of Speedway computer network to buy, 
sell, or advertise anything. 

 

n. Using social networking sites, discussion groups, chat rooms, 
instant messaging, or other forms of online conversation unless 
authorized in advance in writing by the teacher and directly tied 
to a school assignment or classroom project. 

 

o. Using the School Town of Speedway computer network for 
gambling. 

 
p. Using the School Town of Speedway computer network for 

political campaigning purposes, including attempts to influence 
ballot questions or to promote or oppose a candidate for public 
office. 

 
q. Failing to log off the School Town of Speedway computer 

network at the conclusion of a work session or at the request of 
system administrators. 

 
r. Using the School Town of Speedway computer network for 

recreational purposes or activities relating to personal hobbies. 
 

s. Illegally obtaining software or transferring such software through 
the School Town of Speedway computer network. 

 

2.  The Speedway Schools assumes no responsibility for: 
 

a. any cost, liability, or damages caused by a user’s violation of 
these guidelines. 
 

b. any information or materials that are transferred through the 
Internet. 
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c. a user’s dissemination of personal information. 

 

3.  Speedway Schools makes no guarantee, implied or otherwise, 
regarding the reliability of the data connection. The Speedway Schools 
shall not be liable for any loss or corruption of data resulting while using 
the network. 

 
4.   All messages and information created, sent, or retrieved over    
the Internet are the property of Speedway Schools. Electronic mail 
messages and other use of electronic resources by students and staff, 
including accessing web pages, should not be considered confidential. 

Copies of all information created, sent or retrieved, including but not 
limited to websites visited (cache files), are stored on the computer 
network’s back-up files. While the Speedway Schools does not plan to 
review cache files or back-up files on a regular basis, it reserves the right 

to access and monitor all messages and files on the computer system, 
including web pages accessed, as it deems necessary and appropriate 
in the ordinary course of its business for purposes including, but not 
limited to, ensuring proper use of resources, investigating allegations of 
improper use and conducting routine network maintenance. By 

participating in the school district’s computer network, users are 
indicating their consent to such monitoring and access. Where 
appropriate, communications including text and images may be 
disclosed to law enforcement or other third parties without prior consent 

of the sender or receiver. Speedway Schools will monitor the online 
activities of minors. In addition, a student’s or staff member’s personal 
device, such as a smartphone or tablet, if used in a manner that relates 
to the school community, may be subject to retrieval and inspection by 

school officials and, in certain circumstances, disclosure to law 
enforcement. 

R. Board Policy on Student Drug Testing Based upon Reasonable 

Suspicion 

The Board of Education believes that maintaining an environment that is 

safe, free from substance use/abuse, and conducive to learning is an 
important goal for the School Corporation and the community. The Board 
recognizes its responsibility to address drug and alcohol problems in the 
schools. The Board believes that the parent(s) and the school must work 

together to educate, encourage and support students in an attempt to 
prevent their illegal use of drugs and alcohol. The Board believes that 
parents want to know when their children are using drugs or alcohol. 
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The Board of Education authorizes Speedway Schools to require any 
student to submit to a chemical test of the student’s breath, saliva, and/or 
urine on the basis of “reasonable suspicion” (as defined below) that the 

student is using or is under the influence of alcohol, marijuana, or any 
other illegal substance (as defined by Indiana law) while: 

● On school grounds immediately before, during, and immediately 
after school hours and at any other time when a school group is 

using the school. 
● Off school grounds at a school activity, function, or event: or 
● Traveling to or from school or a school activity, function, or 

event. 
 

Reasonable suspicion may arise from the following: 
● A student’s behavior, physical appearance, and/or odor, 

indicating the possible use or influence of alcohol, marijuana, or 
any controlled substance. 

● A student’s possession of drug paraphernalia, alcohol, 
marijuana, or any controlled substance. 

● Information communicated to an administrator by a teacher, 
parent, law enforcement personnel, other adult, or a student 
indicating a student is using, possessing, or under the influence 

of alcohol, marijuana, or any other illegal substance. (Any such 
report will be investigated by the administration and will be 
substantiated by other indicators of reasonable suspicion, if 
deemed necessary.) 

 
A student who refuses to submit to a chemical test requested on the 
basis of reasonable suspicion will be considered to be in violation of the 
Speedway School rules against illegal drug and alcohol use. If a student 

is tested based upon reasonable suspicion and the student tests positive 
for any substance for which the test is designed to screen, that student 
will be considered to be in violation of the Speedway School rules 
against illegal drug and alcohol use. A student determined to be in 
violation of the Speedway School rules against illegal drug and alcohol 

use shall be suspended from school for up to ten days and may be 
recommended for expulsion from school for up to one school year. 

S. Board Policy on the Use of Breath Test Instruments to Test for 

Alcohol at School Functions and Events 

The Board of Education believes that maintaining an environment that is 
safe, free from substance use/abuse, and conducive to learning is an 
important goal for the School Corporation and the community. The Board 
recognizes its responsibility to address drug and alcohol problems in the 
schools. The Board believes that the parent(s) and the school must work 
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together to educate, encourage and support students in an attempt to 
prevent their illegal use of drugs and alcohol. The Board believes that 
parents want to know when their children are using drugs or alcohol. 

The Board of Education authorizes Speedway Schools to utilize breath 
test instruments for the purpose of determining if a student has 
consumed an alcoholic beverage or is under the influence of an alcoholic 
beverage at school functions or events both on and off school grounds 

under the following conditions: 
● All students will be required to submit to a breath test before 

entering the school function or event. 
● If a student refuses to submit to a breath test, the student will not 

be allowed to attend the school function or event. 

● If a student takes the breath test and the test does not indicate a 
presence of alcohol, the student may enter the school function or 
event. 

● If a student takes the breath test and the test indicates a 

presence of alcohol, the student will not be allowed to attend the 
school function or event. The parent(s)/guardian of the student 
shall be immediately notified of the results of a positive breath 
test. 

T. Care of School Property 

Students who deface or damage any school property shall pay in full for 
damages, and may also receive some additional appropriate 
punishment. 

U. Safety Drills 

Within the first 10 days of a new school year and each month the school 
has a fire drill as mandated by law. Schools may substitute a tornado drill 
or manmade drill for a fire drill twice per semester (but not in consecutive 
months). 

 
Fire drills provide the students practice in evacuating the building in a 
safe and orderly manner. Safety and order are stressed as well as speed 
during these drills. 
 

Tornado drills allow students and staff to practice the proper procedures 
to follow when conditions are favorable for a tornado and the signal is 
given. At the recommendation of the Indiana Department of Education, 
School Board Policy states that students will not be released during a 

tornado warning until an all-clear has been issued. 
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In addition, man-made drills help to ensure that all students and staff are 
adequately prepared for additional potential emergencies; man-made 
drills are practiced as lock-downs. 

 
Appropriate emergency procedures are reviewed at least annually and 
are detailed in the Crisis Management Manual of Speedway Schools, a 
copy of which is maintained in each classroom and the office. 

V. Appropriate Dress 

Speedway Schools are concerned with the appearance as well as the 
behavior of students. A student should be neat and well groomed. 
Students should be attired in such a way as to reflect credit to their 
school, their family and themselves. Student dress should in no way 

hinder the educational purpose of the school or potentially cause harm to 
self or others. 
 
During the school day, students will not be permitted to wear headbands, 

bandanas, hoodies pulled up, or hats of any kind in the building. 
Students are not permitted to bring blankets or similar items to school. 
Coats are not to be worn in the building. Clothing with alcohol, tobacco, 
and drug related or sexually suggestive messages are inappropriate. 
Shirts and tops must have sleeves that cover the shoulders and reveal 
no exposed cleavage, backs, or midriffs. Cut off shirts are not permitted. 

Students will not be permitted to wear house slippers. Shorts, skirts, and 
dresses must be near the knees. Pants must be worn in a dignified 
manner and completely cover the underclothes. Tattoos that are a 
distraction must be covered.  If clothing or accessory is deemed to cause 

a disruption, students may be asked to remove or change the 
clothing/accessory. 
 
When there is a question, the judgment of the school administrators will 

be final. 

W. Lockers 

High School, Junior High and Fisher’s students may not share lockers 
and may not change lockers without office approval. A charge of $9.00 

will be made for all lost locks. 

 
The school reserves the right to search any locker it deems necessary. 
The school retains ownership of all lockers and merely extends their use 
to students for their convenience. 
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Physical Education lockers will be assigned to students by physical 
education instructors. A charge of $9.00 will be made for all lost P.E. 

locks. 

X. Cafeteria 

Breakfast will be served at the elementary schools beginning at 7:50 until 
8:00 AM.  The junior high serves breakfast from 7:45 to 8:00 AM and the 
high school breakfast is from 7:30 until 7:50 AM.   A menu is available in 

the office and on the school’s website if you would like a copy. 
 

● While in the cafeteria, students are expected to exhibit proper 
etiquette and behavior. 

● Students are not permitted to remove food or drink from the 

cafeteria. 
● Students are not to arrange for fast food to be delivered to 

school. 
● For safety reasons, students who wish to leave school for lunch 

must be signed out by their parent/guardian.

Procedure for Student Meal Accounts 
 

The National School Lunch Program (NSLP) requires school food 

authorities to establish written administrative guidelines and procedures 
for meal charges. The School Town of Speedway will adhere to the 
following meal charge procedure.  
 

● All cafeteria purchases are to be prepaid before meal service 
begins. Households can prepay student accounts by personal 
check or cash daily to the school cafeteria. We also provide an 

online credit/debit card prepayment through 
myschoolbucks.com. For online payment there is a $2.50

processing fee per transaction, please allow up to 24 hours for 
online payments to post to a meal account.  

● A secondary student (7th-12th) will not be allowed to charge to 

their meal account if it creates a negative balance. 
● An elementary student may charge up to 5 lunch meals 

maximum as long as they establish and maintain a good credit 
history of making payments on their food service accounts.  

● An elementary student with a negative balance on his meal 
account may not charge or purchase breakfast, "a la carte" 
item(s), including extra main entrees, extra sides, extra milk, or 
snacks. 

● Once a student has reached the charging maximum, schools will 

provide an alternative meal of a cheese sandwich and unflavored 
milk. However, if the student who pays reduced or full price has 
enough money in hand for a meal that day, they will not be 
denied a regular meal. 

● If a student repeatedly comes to school with no lunch and no 
money, food service employees must report this to the building 
principal as this may be a sign of abuse or neglect and the 
proper authorities should be contacted.  

● The food service manager or other school personnel will 

coordinate communications with the parent(s)/guardian(s) to 
resolve the matter of negative balances on meal accounts. 

● The school food service manager will send home letters each 
week to parents of students who carry a negative balance as a 

reminder of payment. Low balance notifications will also be sent 
home weekly for those students who have a balance of $10 or 
below. With the online payment system, parents may opt to 
receive additional notifications via email or text and set up 

automatic payments once a minimum balance has been 
reached.  

● All accounts must be settled at the end of the school year. 
Letters will be sent home approximately 15 operating days 
before the last day of school to students who have any negative 

balances. Negative balances not paid in full prior to the end of 
the school year will force the Corporation to take action to collect 
unpaid funds by means of collection agencies, small claims 
court, or any other legal method deemed necessary by the 

Corporation.  
● All accounts with a positive balance will carry over to the next 

school year. 
● Students who graduate or withdraw from the corporation have 

the option to transfer the funds to another student or to receive a 

refund. If no claim is made to the balance by June 30 of that 
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school year, the student’s meal account will close and the funds 
will be no longer available. Unclaimed remaining balances will be 
transferred to the general fund to benefit another student. 

Y. Lost and Found 

There is a “Lost and Found” at every school, where students may place 
found items or search for lost items. Students should turn in any 
valuables found to the school office for safekeeping. Please mark all 

outer garments such as coats, sweaters, gym shoes, sweatshirts, hats, 
boots, and gloves with the child’s name. It will help to identify items to 
return. 

Z. Bicycle Regulations 

Bicycle permits are issued by elementary principals. Permits are to be 

signed by parent or guardian and returned to the principal.  
● Bicycles should be parked and locked in the designated area. 
● Bike permits will be revoked if students are not following safety 

rules. 

● Students should wear a helmet. 
● No skateboards, scooters, or roller-skate shoes are allowed. 

AA. Flowers and Balloons 

Flower and balloon deliveries will not be delivered to classrooms. Please 
make arrangements for flowers and balloons to be delivered to your child 

at home or other locations. Deliveries brought to the school will be held 
in the main office until after school for pick-up. Students will be notified to 
pick up items from the main office at the end of the school day. Students 
are not to bring balloons or flowers to school for self or other students. 

BB. Home Prepared Food 

The Indiana Code, Section 118 states that no home prepared food may 
be served in a licensed food service facility. Schools are considered 
licensed food service facilities. 

CC. Pesticide Application Notice 

Periodically throughout the year, it may be necessary that pesticides will 
be applied to external and internal areas of the school building and 
grounds. If you wish to be given a notice of such applications, please 
notify the principal of the building. You will be given a form to fill out and 

will be notified of any pesticide application with at least a 48-hour 
advance notice. Pesticide application will not be done when children, 
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staff members or any other people are present in the area that is to be 
sprayed. 

DD. AHERA Notification 

The Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA), 763 
Subpart E - Asbestos Containing Materials in Schools, requires all 
schools to notify workers, occupants, legal guardians, and parent 
organizations of the availability of Asbestos Management Plans, the 

location of the plans, and when the plans may be reviewed. 
 
Please be advised that the School Town of Speedway’s Asbestos 
Management Plans are located in each individual school building. 
Interested persons may view them anytime during regular school hours. 

A copy of all building plans is located in the Superintendent’s Office, 
5335 W. 25th Street, Speedway, IN 46224. They may be viewed anytime 
during regular office hours, 8:00 AM until 4:00 PM, Monday through 
Friday.

EE. FERPA Notification 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents 
and students over 18 years of age ("eligible students") certain rights with 
respect to the student's education records. These rights are: 
 

● The right to inspect and review the student's education records 
within 45 days of the day the School receives a request for access. 

Parents or eligible students should submit to the School principal 
[or appropriate school official] a written request that identifies the 
record(s) they wish to inspect. The School official will make 
arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of 

the time and place where the records may be inspected. 
 

● The right to request the amendment of the student's education 

records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate 
or misleading. Parents or eligible students may ask the School to 
amend a record that they believe is inaccurate or misleading. They 
should write to the School principal [or appropriate official], clearly 

identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why 
it is inaccurate or misleading. If the School decides not to amend 
the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, the 
School will notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and 
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advise them of their right to a hearing regarding the request for 
amendment. Additional information regarding the hearing 
procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when 

notified of the right to a hearing. 
 

● The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable 
information contained in the student's education records, except to 
the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent. One 
exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is disclosure 
to school officials with legitimate educational interests. A school 

official is a person employed by the School as an administrator, 
supervisor, instructor, or support staff member (including health or 
medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person 
serving on the School Board; a person or company with whom the 

School has contracted to perform a special task (such as an 
attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist); or a parent or 
student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or 
grievance committee, or assisting another school official in 
performing his or her tasks. A school official has a legitimate 

educational interest if the official needs to review an education 
record in order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility. Upon 
request, the School discloses education records without consent to 
officials of another school district in which a student seeks or 

intends to enroll. 
 

● The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education 
concerning alleged failures by the School to comply with the 
requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the Office that

FF. PPRA Notification 

The Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA) affords parents 
certain rights regarding our conduct of surveys, collection and use of 

information for marketing purposes, and certain physical exams. These 
include the right to: 
 

Consent before students are required to submit to a survey that 

concerns one or more of the following protected areas ("protected 
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information survey") if the survey is funded in whole or in part by a 
program of the U.S. Department of Education (ED): 

● Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or student's parent; 

● Mental or psychological problems of the student or student's 
family; 

● Sex behavior or attitudes; 
● Illegal, anti-social, self-incriminating, or demeaning behavior; 

● Critical appraisals of others with whom respondents have close 
family relationships; 

● Legally recognized privileged relationships, such as with lawyers, 
doctors, or ministers; 

● Religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or 

parents; or 
● Income, other than as required by law to determine program 

eligibility. 
 

Receive notice and an opportunity to opt a student out of 

● Any other protected information survey, regardless of funding; 
● Any non-emergency, invasive physical exam or screening 

required as a condition of attendance, administered by the 
school or its agent, and not necessary to protect the immediate 

health and safety of a student, except for hearing, vision, or 
scoliosis screenings, or any physical exam or screening 
permitted or required under State law; and 
activities involving collection, disclosure, or use of personal 

information obtained from students for marketing or to sell or 
otherwise distribute the information to others. 
 

Inspect, upon request and before administration or use - 

● Protected information surveys of students; 
● Instruments used to collect personal information from students 

for any of the above marketing, sales, or other distribution 

purposes; and 
● Instructional material used as part of the educational curriculum. 

 

These rights transfer from the parents to a student who is 18 years old or 
an emancipated minor under State law. 
The School Town of Speedway has developed and adopted policies, in 
consultation with parents, regarding these rights, as well as 

arrangements to protect student privacy in the administration of 
protected information surveys and the collection, disclosure, or use of 
personal information for marketing, sales, or other distribution purposes.  
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The School Town of Speedway will directly notify parents of these 
policies at least annually at the start of each school year and after any 
substantive changes. The School Town of Speedway will also directly 

notify (such as through U.S. Mail or email) parents of students who are 
scheduled to participate in the specific activities or surveys noted below 
and will provide an opportunity for the parent to opt his or her child out of 
participation in the specific activity or survey. The School Town of 

Speedway will make this notification to parents at the beginning of the 
school year if the District has identified the specific or approximate dates 
of the activities or surveys at that time. For surveys and activities 
scheduled after the school year starts, parents will be provided 
reasonable notification of the planned activities and surveys listed below 

and will be provided an opportunity to opt their child out of such activities 
and surveys. Parents will also be provided an opportunity to review any 
pertinent surveys. Following is a list of the specific activities and surveys 
covered under this requirement: 

● Collection, disclosure, or use of personal information for 
marketing, sales or other distribution. 

● Administration of any protected information survey not funded in 
whole or in part by ED.  

● Any non-emergency, invasive physical examination or screening 

as described above.

GG. Visitation to Any Speedway School 

Parents/legal guardians are welcome to visit a Speedway School.  We do 
ask that parents/guardians schedule visits and meetings a minimum of 
one day in advance by contacting the school office. Upon entering the 
building, all visitors must check in at the front office to receive a visitor 

badge. A visitor badge will only be granted when a limited background 
check is obtained.  
Guests/Former students may not visit a Speedway School during the 
school day without prior administrative approval -- requests should be 

made with the building principal a minimum of one day in advance.  
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SECTION II 
ATTENDANCE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 

 

A student’s attendance is essential to learning—learning that entails not 
only factual subject matter but also attendance habits, work habits, 
attitudes, and ideals. Reading the material and performing satisfactorily 
on tests does not compensate for the loss of insight gained during class 

discussion, explanation, or hands on experiences. A day lost in the 
classroom can never be retrieved. 
 
The dialogue between the teacher and the students in a classroom 
environment cannot be captured even if the student copies the notes 

from a missed class. Every absence interrupts the student’s 
understanding of the material being presented and weakens his/her 
opportunity for success in the classroom. It is equally important that 
children be on time to start the day. 

 
1. The school assumes that a student who is unable to attend 

his/her last four (4) periods of the day due to illness or injury is 
unable to participate in extracurricular activities the same day. 

2. Parents will be notified by mail after the fifth day of absence each 

school year. 
3. A parent conference with the principal or his designee may occur 

on the tenth day of absences. 
4. A student may be suspended pending an expulsion meeting after 

the tenth day of absences of the semester.  The principal will 
consider individual circumstances. 

A. Absence 

To help maintain accurate records of absences, the parent/guardian 

should call the school office prior to 9:00 A.M. on the day of the absence. 
When reporting an absence, the parent/guardian should give the 
following information: 

● His/Her name and relationship to the student. 
● The student’s name and grade in school. 

● The reason for the absence. 
● The date(s) of the absence. 

 
If the school’s office is not notified of the absence, a contact with the 

home or place of employment will be made to establish the reason for 
the absence. If contact with the office cannot be made by telephone on 
the day of absence, a written note explaining the absence should be sent 
with the child upon the child’s return to school. If no contact is made, the 
student will be counted as truant. 
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After 10 days of absence the parent will need to contact the building 
principal or designee for each additional absence and a doctor’s excuse 

will be required. If the student accumulates 10 days of absence in the 
previous school year, this condition will apply immediately upon 
enrollment for the new school year. These absences will be treated as 
unexcused without a doctor’s slip. Repeated absence can interfere with 

academic progress and may result in low grades. 
 
Indiana Code 20-33-2-14, 15, 16, 17 provides that students shall not be 

recorded as absent from school while participating in activities away from 
school in the following circumstances: 

● Service as a page for or as an honoree of the general assembly. 
● Service on a precinct election board or for political candidates or 

parties. 
● Witness in judicial proceeding. 

● Duty with Indiana National Guard. 
 
The School Town of Speedway at the local level designates absences as 
excused for the following reasons: 

1. Death in the immediate family – parent verbal or written 

explanation before the absence or upon return to school. 
2. Medical appointments, dental appointments, and court-related 

legal obligations – a parent’s verbal, or written, explanation must 
be provided prior to the appointment and documentation from the 

appropriate authority (physician, clerk of court, etc.) conducting 
the appointment or activity, upon return to school. 

3. Personal, illness/Injury – verbal or written notice must be made 
to the school office before 9:00 a.m. each day the student is 

absent. 
4. Major religious holidays – A parent or religious institution must 

provide verbal or written explanation before the event or upon 
return to school. 

 

Prearranged Absences: 
Students may be allowed two days of absence without penalty for family 
or educational reasons. A written request must be received by the 
principal at least three days before the absence and may not always be 

approved. A request will not be approved if: 
● Required testing is occurring. 
● The student does not have a 97% attendance rate. 
● It occurs during summer school.

Assignments must be completed and submitted by the due date 
established by the student’s teachers. If approved, students will be 
allowed to make up work without penalty. 

B. Truancy 

Truancy is defined as; 1) leaving the school building without permission, 
2) leaving or cutting class without permission, or 3) Parent/guardian 
unaware the student is not at school or the student refuses to attend. 

Truancies are unexcused. 
 
The following consequences are established for junior high and high 
school students with truancies:  
 

1st offense After-school detention 

2nd offense Alternate education for one day, parent contact 

3rd offense Alternate education for one day, parent contact 

4th offense Out of school suspension for one day, parent contact 

5th offense Students may be suspended pending expulsion. 

  The Principal will consider individual circumstances. 
 

C. Habitual Truant 

1. A “habitual truant” is a student who has ten or more absences in 
one school year that are unexcused or without a parental request 

filed with the school. 
2. The school may report any student who is at least 13 but less 

than 15 years’ old who is determined to be a habitual truant to 
the bureau of motor vehicles, and as such, the student may not 
be issued an operator’s license or learner’s permit until he or she 

is 18 years old.  (IC 20-33-2-11).   
3. Any student who is at least 13 but less than 18 years’ old who 

was not issued an operator’s license or learner’s permit under 
Part B. is entitled to the review to determine whether the 

student’s attendance record has improved to the degree that the 
student may become eligible to be issued an operator’s license 
or learner’s permit. (IC 20-33-2-11) 

D. Results of Truancy 

Elementary, Junior High and High School students may receive a partial 

credit for daily work in each class during truancy or suspension. Students 
may be required to make up tests and other cumulative assessments 
missed outside regular school hours. 
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E. Early Dismissal of Individual Students 

Early dismissal from school is discouraged because it does not allow the 
child needed preparation time in class at the end of the day. If early 

dismissal cannot be avoided, requests should be made by note or a 
telephone call to the school office by the parent or legal guardian. No 
student will be dismissed early without parent notification. 
For safety reasons, a student may never leave or return to the building 

during the day without signing out/in. 

F. Tardy to School 

A public school is obligated to its community to teach proper citizenship 
and good work habits. Therefore, a student should be on time to school 
and to class if he/she is to take full advantage of all the opportunities 

offered by the school. Tardiness is disruptive to the school process and 
is considered to be a serious matter. A student is tardy to school or class 
if he/she is not in his/her seat when the tardy bell starts to ring. Any 
student who is tardy to school must report to the office for a tardy slip. 

G. Make-Up Policy 

The school website should be used whenever possible for homework 
assignments. Parents may call the office before 8:45 AM to secure 
written homework assignments. These may be picked up in the office 
after 3:00 PM that day. Generally, it is not necessary to call for written 

assignments for a one-day absence. Upon the student’s return to school, 
he/she must make arrangements with the teacher(s) to make up missed 
work. A student will have one day for each excused absence to make up 
assigned work. Students who miss only the day of a scheduled test 

should plan on making up that test on the day they return. 
 
Students are responsible for checking with teachers about what needs to 
be made up and when the work must be completed. 
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SECTION III 

DISCIPLINE POLICIES & PROCEDURES 

 

School officials may find it necessary to discipline students when their 
behavior interferes with school purposes or educational functions of the 
school corporation. In accordance with the provisions of I.C. 20-33-8, 
administrators and staff members may take the following actions: 

 
1. REMOVAL FROM CLASS OR ACTIVITY – TEACHER: 

a.   An elementary, junior high, or high school teacher may remove a 
student from the teacher’s class or activity for a period of up to 
one (1) school day if the student is assigned regular or additional 

work to be completed in another school setting. 
b.   If a teacher removes a student from class as specified under 

(1a.) above, the principal may place the student in one of the 
following settings: another appropriate class, another appropriate 

setting, or in-school suspension. The student may not be placed 
back into the original class until the principal has a meeting with 
the teacher, the student, and the student’s parents to determine 
an appropriate behavior plan for the student. If the parents do 
not attend this meeting within a reasonable time, the principal 

may place the student in another class or educational setting. 
 

2. SUSPENSION FROM SCHOOL PRINCIPAL: 

A school principal (or designee) may deny a student the right to attend 

school or take part in any school function for a period of up to ten school 
days. 
 

3. EXPULSION: 

A student may be expelled from school for a period no longer than the 
remainder of the current semester plus the following semester. In cases 
where the student is being expelled for possession of a firearm, a 
destructive device, or a deadly weapon, the maximum length of the 
expulsion period is listed under the Grounds for Suspension and 

Expulsion, Section C and Section D. 
 

Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion 

The grounds for suspension or expulsion listed in section A below apply 

when a student is: 
● On school grounds immediately before, during, and immediately 

after school hours and at any other time when the school is 
being used by a school group (including summer school); 

● Off school grounds at a school activity, function, or event; or 
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● Traveling to or from school or a school activity, function, or 
event. 

A. Student Misconduct and/or Substantial Disobedience 

Grounds for suspension or expulsion are student misconduct and/or 
substantial disobedience. Examples of student misconduct and/or 
substantial disobedience for which a student may be suspended or 
expelled include, but are not limited to: 
 

1. Using violence, force, noise, coercion, threat, intimidation, fear, 
passive resistance, or other conduct constituting an interference 

with school purposes, or urging other students to engage in such 
conduct. The following enumeration is only illustrative and not 
limited to the type of conduct prohibited by this rule: 
a. Occupying any school building, school grounds, or part 

thereof with intent to deprive others of its use. 
b. Blocking the entrance or exits of any school building or 

corridor or room therein with intent to deprive others of 
lawful access to or from, or use of the building, corridor, or 
room. 

c. Setting fire to or damaging any school building or property. 
d. Prevention of or attempting to prevent by physical act the 

convening or continued functioning of any school or 
educational function, or of any meeting or assembly on 

school property. 
e. Intentionally making noise or acting in any manner so as to 

interfere with the ability of any teacher or any other person 
to conduct or participate in an education function. 

 

2. Engaging in any kind of aggressive behavior that does physical 
or psychological harm to another person or urging other students 

to engage in such conduct. Prohibited conduct includes coercion, 
harassment, bullying, hazing, or other comparable conduct. 

 

3. Engaging in violence and/or threat of violence against any 
student, staff member, and/or other persons. Prohibited violent 
or threatening conduct includes threatening, planning, or 
conspiring with others to engage in a violent activity. 

 

4. Causing or attempting to cause damage to school property, 
stealing or attempting to steal school property. 

 

5. Causing or attempting to cause damage to private property, 
stealing or attempting to steal private property. 
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6. Causing or attempting to cause physical injury or behaving in 
such a way as could reasonably cause physical injury to any 
person. Self-defense or reasonable action undertaken on the 

reasonable belief that it was necessary to protect oneself and/or 
another person is not a violation of this rule. 

 

7. Threatening or intimidating any person for any purpose, including 
obtaining money or anything of value. 

 

8. Threatening (whether specific or general in nature) injury to 
persons or damage to property, regardless of whether there is a 
present ability to commit the act. 

 

9. Failing to report the actions or plans of another person to a 
teacher or administrator where those actions or plans, if carried 

out, could result in harm to another person or persons or 
damage property when the student has information about such 
actions or plans. 

 

10. Possessing, handling, or transmitting a knife or any object that 
can reasonably be considered a weapon, is represented to be a 
weapon, or looks like a weapon. 

 

11. Possessing, using, transmitting, or being affected by any 
controlled substance, prescription drug, narcotic drug, 

hallucinogenic drug, amphetamine, barbiturate, marijuana, 
alcoholic beverage, intoxicant or depressant of any kind, or any 
paraphernalia used in connection with the listed substances. 
Also prohibited is the consumption of any of the stated 
substances immediately before attending school or a school 

function or event. 
 

Exception to Rule 11: 

A student with a chronic disease or medical condition may possess and 
self-administer prescribed medication for the disease or condition if the 
student’s parent has filed a written authorization with the building 
principal. The written authorization must be filed annually. The written 

authorization must be done by a physician and must include the following 
information: 

a. The student has an acute or chronic disease or medical 
condition for which the physician had prescribed medication. 

b. The nature of the disease or medical condition requires 
emergency administration of the prescribed medication. 

c. The student has been instructed in how to self-administer the 
prescribed medication. 
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d. The student is authorized to possess and self-administer the 
prescribed medication. 
 

12. Possessing, using, or transmitting any substance which is 
represented to be or looks like a narcotic drug, hallucinogenic 
drug, amphetamine, barbiturate, marijuana, alcoholic beverage, 
stimulant, depressant, or intoxicant of any kind, including such 

substances that contain chemicals which produce the same 
effect of illegal substances including but not limited to Spice and 
K-2. 

 

13. Possessing, using, transmitting, or being affected by caffeine 
based substances other than beverages, substances containing 
phenylpropanolamine (PPA), stimulants of any kind, or any other 

similar over-the-counter products. 
 

14. Possessing, using, distributing, purchasing, or selling tobacco or 

nicotine-containing products of any kind or in any form.  Vaping 
devices of any kind are prohibited. 

 

15. Offering to sell or agreeing to purchase a controlled substance or 
alcoholic beverages. 

 

16. Failing to comply with directions of teachers or other school 
personnel during any period of time when the student is properly 
under their supervision, where the failure constitutes an 
interference with school purposes or an educational function. 

 

17. Failing to completely and truthfully respond to questions from a 
staff member regarding school-related matters including potential 

violations of the student conduct rules or state or federal law. 
 

18. Falsely accusing any person of sexual harassment, or of 
violating a school rule, and/or a state or federal law. 
 

19. Engaging in any activity forbidden by the laws of Indiana that 
constitutes an interference with school purposes or an 

educational function. 
 

20. Aiding, assisting, agreeing or conspiring with another person to 

violate these student conduct rules or state or federal law. 
 

21. Engaging in academic dishonesty, including cheating, 
intentionally plagiarizing, wrongfully giving or receiving help 
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during an academic examination, and wrongfully obtaining test 
copies or scores. 

 

22. Taking, recording, displaying and/or distributing pictures (digital 
or otherwise), video or audio recordings without the consent of 
the student or staff member in a situation not related to a school 
purpose or educational function. 

 
23. Possessing sexually-related materials which include images 

displaying uncovered breasts, genitals, or buttocks. 
 

24. “Sexting” or using a cell phone or other personal communication 

device to send text or email messages or possessing text or 
email messages containing images reasonably interpreted as 
indecent or sexually suggestive while at school or at a school 
related function. In addition to taking any disciplinary action, 

phones will be confiscated and students should be aware that 
any images suspected to violate criminal laws will be referred to 
law enforcement authorities. 

 
25. Engaging in pranks that could result in harm to another person. 

 
26. Use or possession of gunpowder, ammunition, or inflammable 

substance. 
 

27. Violating any rules that are reasonably necessary in carrying out 
school purposes or an educational function, including, but not 
limited to: 
a. engaging in sexual behavior on school property; 

b. engaging in sexual harassment of a student or staff 
member; 

c. disobedience of administrative authority; 
d. willful absence or tardiness of students; 
e. engaging in speech or conduct, including clothing, jewelry 

or hair style, that is profane, indecent, lewd, vulgar, or refers 
to drugs, tobacco, alcohol, sex, or illegal activity, or is 
plainly offensive to school purposes; 

f. violation of the school corporation’s acceptable use of 

technology policy or rules; 
g. violation of the school corporation’s administration of 

medication policy or rules; 
h. possessing or using a laser pointer or similar device. 
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28. Possessing or using on school grounds during school hours an 
electronic device, a cellular telephone, or any other 
telecommunication device, including a look-a-like device, in a 

situation not related to a school purpose or educational function 
or using such device to engage in an activity that violates school 
rules. This rule is not violated when the student has been given 
clear permission from a school administrator or a designated 

staff member to possess or use one of the devices listed in this 
rule. 

 
29. Traveling to and from school in an unsafe, disrespectful, and/or 

rude manner. Failing to follow appropriate safety practices, 

failing to follow traffic rules and regulations, and/or failing to 
display appropriate decorum toward other people or private 
property. 

 

30. Violating any student conduct rule the school building principal 
establishes and gives publication of it to students and parents in 
the principal’s school building. 

 
31. Gang association. Implying gang membership or affiliation by 

written communication, bodily gestures, tattoos, clothing, 
drawings, paintings, designs, and emblems upon any school or 
personal property or on one’s person. 

B. Anti-Bullying 

The school board of the School Town of Speedway prohibits acts of 
bullying of a student.  The school board has determined that a safe and 
civil environment in school is necessary for students to learn and achieve 
high academic standards.  Bullying, like other disruptive or violent 

behaviors, is conduct that disrupts both a student’s ability to learn and a 
school’s ability to educate its students in a safe and disciplined 
environment. Since students learn by example, school administrators, 
faculty, staff and volunteers should be commended for demonstrating 
appropriate behavior; treating others with civility and respect; and 

refusing to tolerate harassment, intimidation or bullying.  
 
Students, parents and visitors of a school within the school corporation 
are encouraged to submit a written report of alleged violations of this 

policy to the principal (or principal’s designee) on the same day that an 
incident was witnessed or reliable information regarding the occurrence 
of an incident was received.  Such a report may be made anonymously.  
Formal action for violations of the code of student conduct may not be 
taken solely on the basis of an anonymous report. 
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     1.   Bullying 
           a.  As defined by the school corporation, bullying means                          

aggressive behaviors that involve unwanted negative actions 

that are repeated over time and involve an imbalance of power.   
           b.  As defined by IC 20-33-8-.2, bullying means overt, unwanted, 

repeated acts or gestures, including verbal or written 
communications or images transmitted in any manner   

(including digitally or electronically), physical acts committed, 
aggression, or any other behaviors, that are committed by a 
student or group of students against another student with the 
intent to harass, ridicule, humiliate, intimidate, or harm the 
targeted student and create for the targeted student an 

objectively hostile school environment that: 
i. places the targeted student in reasonable fear of harm 

to the targeted student’s person or property; 
ii. has a substantially detrimental effect on the targeted 

student’s physical or mental health; 
iii. has the effect of substantially interfering with the 

targeted student’s academic performance; or 
iv. has the effect of substantially interfering with the 

targeted student’s ability to participate in or benefit from 

the services, activities, and privileges provided by the 
school. 

c.   This term may not be interpreted to impose any burden or 
sanction on, or include in the definition of the term, the 

following: 
i. participating in a religious event 
ii. acting in an emergency involving the protection of a 

person or property from an imminent threat of serious 

bodily injury or substantial danger 
iii. participating in an activity consisting of the exercise of a 

student's rights protected under the First Amendment to 
the United States Constitution or Article I, Section 31 of 
the Constitution of the State of Indiana, or both 

iv. participating in an activity conducted by a nonprofit or 
governmental entity that provides recreation, education, 
training, or other care under the supervision of one or 
more adults 

v. participating in an activity undertaken at the prior written 
direction of the student's parent 

vi. engaging in interstate or international travel from a 
location outside Indiana to another location outside 
Indiana. 
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C. Possession of a Firearm or Destructive Device 

1. No student shall possess, handle or transmit any firearm or 
destructive device on school property. 

2. The following devices are considered to be a firearm under this 
rule: 

a. any weapon which will or is designed to or may readily be 
converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive 

b. the frame or receiver of any weapon described above 
c. any firearm muffler or firearm silencer 
d. any destructive device which is an explosive, incendiary, or 

poison gas bomb, grenade, rocket having a propellant 
charge of more than four ounces, missile having an 
explosive or incendiary charge of more than one-quarter 
ounce, mine, or any similar device 

e. any weapon which will, or which may be readily converted 
to, expel a projectile by the action of any explosive or other 
propellant, and which has any barrel with a bore of more 
than one-half inch in diameter 

f. any combination of parts either designed or intended for use 

in converting any device into any destructive device 
described in the two immediately preceding examples, and 
from which a destructive device may be readily assembled 

g. an antique firearm 

h. a rifle or a shotgun that the owner intends to use solely for 
sporting, recreational, or cultural purposes. 

3. For purposes of this rule, a destructive device is: 

a. an explosive, incendiary, or overpressure device that is 
configured as a bomb, a grenade, a rocket with a propellant 
charge of more than four ounces, a missile having an 

explosive or incendiary charge of more than one-quarter 
ounce, a mine, a Molotov cocktail or a device that is 
substantially similar to an item described above,  

b. a type of weapon that may be readily converted to expel a 
projectile by the action of an explosive or other propellant 

through a barrel that has a bore diameter of more than one-
half inch, or 

c. a combination of parts designed or intended for use in the 
conversion of a device into a destructive device. A 

destructive device is NOT a device that although originally 
designed for use as a weapon, is redesigned for use as a 
signaling, pyrotechnic, line throwing, safety, or similar 
device. 

4. The penalty for possession of a firearm or a destructive device: 
suspension up to 10 days and expulsion from school for at least 
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one calendar year with the return of the student to be at the 
beginning of the first semester after the one-year period. The 
superintendent may reduce the length of the expulsion if the 
circumstances warrant such reduction. 

5. The superintendent shall immediately notify the appropriate law 
enforcement agency when a student engages in behavior 
described in this rule. 

D. Possessing a Deadly Weapon 

1. No student shall possess, handle or transmit any deadly weapon 
on school property. 

2. The following devices are considered to be deadly weapons as 

defined in I.C. 35-41-1-8: 
a. a weapon, Taser or electronic stun weapon, equipment, 

chemical substance, or other material that in the manner it is 
used, or could ordinarily be used, or is intended to be used, 

is readily capable of causing serious bodily injury 
b. an animal readily capable of causing serious bodily injury 

and used in the commission or attempted commission of a 
crime 

c. a biological disease, virus, or organism that is capable of 

causing serious bodily injury 
3. The penalty for possession of a deadly weapon: up to 10 days’ 

suspension and expulsion from school for a period of up to one 
calendar year. 

4. The superintendent may notify the appropriate law enforcement 
agency when a student engages in behavior described in this 
rule. 

E. Unlawful Activity 

A student may be suspended or expelled for engaging in unlawful activity 
on or off school grounds if the unlawful activity may reasonably be 
considered to be an interference with school purposes or an educational 
function, or the student's removal is necessary to restore order or protect 
persons on school property. This includes any unlawful activity meeting 

the above criteria that takes place during weekends, holidays, other 
school breaks, and the summer period when a student may not be 
attending classes or other school functions. 
 

Important Notice to Students and Parents Regarding Cell Phone 
Content and Display 
The Child Abuse/Neglect Law requires school personnel to report to law 
enforcement or child protective services whenever there is reason to 
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believe that any person/student is involved with “child exploitation” or 
“child pornography” as defined by Indiana Criminal Statutes.  

● It is “child exploitation,” a Class C felony under I.C. 35-42-4-4(b), 

for any person/student (1) to exhibit, photograph or create a 
digital image of any incident that includes “sexual conduct” by a 
child under the age of 18; or (2) to disseminate, exhibit to 
another person, or offer to so disseminate or exhibit, matter that 

depicts or describes “sexual conduct” by a child under the age 
of 18. 

● It is “child pornography,” a Class D felony under I.C. 35-42-4-
4(c), for any person/student to possess a photograph, motion 
picture, digital image, or any pictorial representation that depicts 

or describes “sexual conduct” by a child who the person knows is 
less than 16 years of age or who appears less than age 16. 

● “Sexual conduct” is defined by I.C. 35-42-4-4(a) to include sexual 
intercourse, exhibition of the uncovered genitals intended to 

satisfy or arouse the sexual desires of any person, or any 
fondling or touching of a child by another person or of another 
person by a child intended to arouse or satisfy the sexual desires 
of the child or other person. 

● The Indiana Sex Offender Registration Statute at I.C. 11-8-8-7 

and the Sex Offender Registry Offense Statute at I.C. 35-42-4-
11, as of May 2009, require persons convicted of or adjudicated 
as a juvenile delinquent for violating the Child Exploitation 
Statute at I.C. 35-42-4-4(b) to register as a sex offender. 

● Because student cell phones have been found in a number of 
Indiana school districts to have contained evidence of “sexual 
conduct” as defined above, it is important for parents and 
students to be aware of the legal consequences should this 

occur in our school system. 

F. Legal Settlement 

A student may be expelled if it is determined that the student’s legal 
settlement is not in the attendance area of the school where the student 
is enrolled 20-18-2-11.  If it is ultimately determined the student did not/ 

or does not have legal settlement within the Speedway School 
boundaries, the school may be entitled to recover tuition costs for each 
semester the student(s) did not reside within the legal settlement 
boundary area of Speedway Schools.  

G. Suspension Procedures 

When a principal (or designee) determines that a student should be 
suspended, the following procedures will be followed: 
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1. A meeting will be held prior to the suspension of any student. At 
this meeting the student will be entitled to: 
a. a written or oral statement of the charges; 

b. if the student denies the charges, a summary of the 
evidence against the student will be presented; and, 

c. the student will be provided an opportunity to explain his or     
her conduct. 

2. The meeting shall precede suspension of the student except 
where the nature of the misconduct requires immediate removal. 
In such situations, the meeting will follow the suspension as soon 
as reasonably possible following the date of the suspension. 

3. Following the suspension, the parent or guardian of a suspended 

student will be notified in writing. The notification will include the 
dates of the suspension, describe the student's misconduct, and 
the action taken by the principal. 

H. Expulsion Procedures 

When a principal (or designee) recommends to the superintendent (or 
designee) that a student be expelled from school, the following 
procedures will be followed: 

1. The superintendent (or designee) may conduct an expulsion 
meeting, or may appoint one of the following persons to conduct 

the expulsion meeting: 
a.   legal counsel 
b.   a member of the administrative staff who did not expel the   

student during the current school year and was not involved 

in the events giving rise to the expulsion. 
2. An expulsion will not take place until the student and the 

student's parent is given notice of their right to appear at an 
expulsion meeting conducted by the superintendent or the 

person designated above. Failure to request and to appear at 
this meeting will be deemed a waiver of rights administratively to 
contest the expulsion. 

3. The notice of the right to an expulsion meeting will be in writing, 
delivered by certified mail or by personal delivery, and contain 

the reasons for the expulsion and the procedure for requesting 
the meeting. 

4. At the expulsion meeting, the principal (or designee), will present 
evidence to support the changes against the student. The 

student or parent will have the opportunity to answer the charges 
against the student, and to present evidence to support the 
student’s position. An attorney may not represent the student at 
the expulsion meeting, but the attorney may be available for 
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consultation outside the meeting room during the course of the 
expulsion meeting. 

5. If an expulsion meeting is held, the person conducting the 

expulsion meeting will make a written summary of the evidence 
heard at the meeting, take any action found to be appropriate, 
and give notice of the action taken to the student and the 
student’s parents. 

 

Policy on Board Consideration of Student Due Process Appeals 

The Board of School Trustees of the School Town of Speedway shall not 
hear appeals of its expulsion officer’s student due process case 
determinations. 

I. Other Disciplinary Actions 

Other disciplinary actions which may be taken by the principal include, 
but are not limited to, counseling with students, holding conferences with 
parents, assigning additional work, changing class schedules, requiring 

students to stay after school or to come before school, restricting extra-
curricular and co-curricular activities, Saturday school, in-school 
suspension and assigning community service. 
 
Disciplinary actions which may be taken by teachers include, but are not 

limited to, counseling with students, holding conferences with parents, 
assigning additional work, requiring the student to stay after school, or 
come in before school. 

J. Firecrackers and Smoke Devices 

The prank of exploding firecrackers and igniting smoke devices in the 
building anytime is most dangerous. Such an act can result in serious 
personal injury and/or damage to the building. 
 

If it can be determined those responsible for such acts, they will be 
reported immediately to the Speedway Police Department. 
 
Those guilty of such an act can be prosecuted under the following act:  
LEGAL REFERENCE:  IC 22-11-4-14-2. 

 
A person who possesses firecrackers or other fireworks containing any 
explosive or flammable substance except as authorized by law, commits 
a Class A misdemeanor. Such misdemeanor is punishable by 

imprisonment up to one year and a fine up to $5,000. 
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K. Assignment to Alternative Education 

Speedway Schools offer a form of discipline, which will permit 
uninterrupted school attendance, while allowing for the disruptive student 

to be removed from the traditional classroom and placed in a more 
isolated environment. A student who violates school policies or rules may 
be assigned alternative education. 
 

Every effort will be made for students who are assigned alternative 
education to continue their education program. Parents of students in 
alternative education will be notified.  Any student who refuses to 
cooperate with this assignment will be suspended out-of-school. 
Therefore, we encourage parental support for the alternative education 

program. 
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SECTION IV 
HEALTH SERVICES 

A. Immunizations 

Speedway Schools, in cooperation with the Division of Public Health, has 
planned a school health program to protect pupil health and to enable 
each pupil to maintain the highest possible state of well-being. Parents 
are encouraged to keep their children under continuous health 

supervision by their family physician and dentist during this 
developmental period. The Indiana State Department of Health requires 
the following immunizations for students. 

 
 

Please be aware that students may not be allowed to attend school as of 
the first Monday in October (October 3, 2022) unless the updated and 
complete immunization records are on file in the nursing clinic.  Students 

enrolling after September 1 will have 14 calendar days to provide 
documentation of completed immunizations. 
 

Vision screenings are given in kindergarten, first, third, fifth, and eighth 
grades. Hearing screenings are given to pupils in the first, fourth, 
seventh, and tenth grades. You will be informed if your child fails any of 
these screenings. Height and weight screenings may also be conducted 

on all students. 
 

Meningococcal Disease: Indiana law requires each year that 

parents/guardians be informed “about meningococcal disease and its 
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vaccine” (IC 20-30-5-18).  A letter from the State of Indiana describing 
the meningococcal conjugate vaccine and the required doses necessary 
for children to attend school in Indiana can be found on the Speedway 

Schools website at www.speedwayschools.org.  
 

In the event of an outbreak of a vaccine preventable disease for which 
your child is not fully vaccinated, your child may be excluded from school 
to protect his/her health and the health of all our students and staff.  It is 
important to understand that with some diseases such as measles, one 
infected child is considered an outbreak.  Your child’s exclusion may be 

as long as 3-4 weeks per the directions of the Marion County Public 
Health Department. 
 
If your child is excluded from school, he/she will also be excluded from 

school sponsored activities, such as sporting events, dances, and 
graduation that occur within the exclusion period.  The school will notify 
you when your child can return to school. 
 
The health of your child is vitally connected with his/her attendance and 

success in school. We, as well as you, are interested in the growth and 
education of all children and for this reason we trust that we will have 
your understanding and cooperation in carrying out the school health 
program. 

 
Our nurse helps us to promote good health, to prevent the spread of 
disease and to identify health problems early. He/She also helps in areas 
of health counseling, emergency care, health screenings, individual and 
group health education, referral to clinics and doctors, and monitoring of 

chronic conditions. In an emergency, the Speedway Rescue Squad or 
ambulance will be called.  

B. Medication Maintenance and Distribution 

It is requested that medication be administered at home under parental/ 

guardian supervision. If medication must be administered at school, it is 
strongly encouraged that parents bring their child’s medications to school 
and not send them with the child. 
 
Medications to be administered at school will be kept in a secured 

location at all times. The person or persons at each school designated to 
distribute the medications will be the persons responsible for keeping the 
medications secured. Students will take their medications in the 
presence of the designated person, and that person will note the 

administration of the medication on a medication log. Any exceptions 
must be approved by the school principal and health care professional.

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No medication will be administered to a student without the written and 
dated consent of the student’s parent or guardian. A statement naming 
the medication, dosage, time to be administered, and reason for 

administration must accompany all nonprescription medication. The 
medication must come in the original container (not envelopes or 
baggies). All prescription medication must also include the above 
information and must be accompanied by a physician’s prescription, 

copy of the original prescription, or the pharmacy label. The medication 
must also come in the original container.  Non-FDA approved 
medications such as herbal drugs may not be administered by school 
personnel since the safety of these medications cannot be proven. 
Per Indiana state law, unused medication may be sent home with a 

student if the student’s parent provides written permission for the student 
to do so.  Any medication not picked up by the last day of school will be 
destroyed or disposed of properly. 
 

Students with a chronic disease or medical condition may possess and 
self-administer medication for the chronic disease such as emergency 
inhalers, Epi-pens, and Glucagon pens only if the student’s parent has 
given written authorization for the student to possess and self-administer 
the medication AND a physician states in writing that the student has a 

chronic or acute disease requiring emergency medication and has been 
instructed in how to self-administer the medication. These regulations 
are also required by Indiana state law. 

C. Medical Emergency Forms 

It is essential that a medical emergency form be on file for each child in 
school. Please complete in full all the information required on the form 
and return it immediately. If you have an unlisted number, we will treat it 
as confidential information. 

 
We request that you help us keep the information on the form current 
throughout the year. If the home or work phone number changes, please 
inform the school in order to update medical emergency records. 

D. Policy and Guidelines on Wellness 

It is the policy of the School Town of Speedway to maintain an 
environment that promotes health and wellness. The School Town of 
Speedway shall provide nutrition education and promote the 
consumption of nutrient-dense foods and beverages during the school 

day, maintain a safe physical environment that promotes a healthy 
lifestyle, operate food service programs dedicated to wellness, foster 
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physical education and physical activity, and educate students and 
families about the benefits of good health and nutrition. 

E. Nutrition Education 

Students in pre-kindergarten through grade 12 shall receive nutrition 
education that provides the knowledge at an age appropriate level 
needed to adopt healthy habits and lifestyles. Nutrition education shall be 
well-integrated within a comprehensive school health education program. 

All school personnel shall reinforce this program. 

The food services department shall provide periodic food promotions that 

will allow for taste testing of new healthier foods being introduced on the 
menu.  Health Education information will be shared at the District’s 
Health Committee meetings.  School representatives will share the 
information at the building level. 

F. Physical Education and Physical Activity 

Students shall receive regular, age-appropriate physical education. The 

physical education shall be designed to build interest and proficiency in 
the skills, knowledge and attitudes essential to a lifelong physically active 
lifestyle. Students shall be given the opportunity to engage in physical 
activities on a regular basis in schools that are safe, supervised and well 

maintained. Wherever possible, elementary schools shall provide daily 
time intervals and extra-curricular activities that encourage physical 
activity. 

The Junior High will operate an exercise room.  Students will have 
supervised class times during the school day. 

Speedway will maintain neighborhood schools.  Students may walk or 
ride bikes to school for regular exercise.  The school corporation 

regularly assesses the safety of playgrounds and gyms.  Regular 
maintenance is on-going with periodic updates to facilities.   

G. Food Environment 

Students shall be offered foods and beverages over the course of a 
school week that are nutrient-dense and provide to students a variety of 
choices to maintain a balanced diet. Nutrition information for products 

shall be readily available at the product display. 
 
Students shall be provided sufficient time to eat during meal periods. 
Dining areas shall include enough seating to accommodate all students 
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who would like to sit and eat and enough serving areas that students do 
not spend too much time waiting in line. 
 

Food service personnel shall plan menus that, over the course of a week, 
meet the nutrition standards recommended in the Dietary Guidelines for 
Americans. Food service providers shall adopt methods of cooking that 
decrease fat, calorie and sodium levels in food. 

Home prepared food may not be served to students for classroom parties 
during the school day.  At the high school only beverage vending 

machines are available with limited options of water and non-soda/non-
sugar drinks during the school day and additional options after school of 
not more than 15% of the drinks contain sugar.  Fundraisers involving 
the sale of foods and/or beverages not meeting the nutrition standards 

for Smart Snacks and occurring during the school day must not exceed 
the current state exemption (Fundraisers may not exceed two per school 
year and are limited to one-day delivery of sales.) 

H. Marketing 

Signage or similar media on school campus during the school day may 
only advertise food and/or beverages provided and sold by the school 

that meets the competitive foods standards for foods sold in schools (i.e. 
Smart Snacks). 

I. Outreach to Students and Families 

Schools shall provide students and families educational information and 

encourage healthy eating and physical activity for families, both within 
the home and outside the home. Family members shall be encouraged 
to be a critical part of the team responsible for teaching children about 
health, nutrition, and physical activity. 
 

Speedway Schools will provide space for community programs with 
emphasis on exercise and fitness. 
 
Each year, Speedway Schools partners to retain nurses for the 

elementary and secondary students.  
 
All sophomore students enrolled in health classes at Speedway High 
School will be taught CPR and have the opportunity for certification.  
Staff may also participate outside the school day. 
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Dental clinics will be conducted one to two times per year in the 
elementary schools.  Vision screenings will be coordinated by the 
corporation’s nurse and/or a licensed optometrist for specific grades. 

The high school will be available for community members to walk indoors 
during the winter months. 
Speedway Schools will continue to seek funding to provide a summer 
free lunch program.  The District’s website will be utilized to share 

information regarding healthy initiatives. A copy of the district handbook 
which contains the wellness policy is on the website.  

J. Local Wellness Committee 

The school corporation shall have a diverse Local Wellness Committee 
which will routinely evaluate and recommend modifications to the policy 

and school practices to improve the overall effectiveness of this policy 
and its procedures. 

The local wellness committee will meet a minimum of one time per 

semester to share information regarding initiatives and to consider 
recommendations.  In accordance with Indiana Code 20-26-9-18, the 
Coordinated School Health Advisory Council will include: Parents; Food 

Service Staff; Students; Health Care professionals; School Board 
members; School Administrators; Physical Education Teachers; 
Classroom Teachers; Representatives of community organizations; and 
School Nurses, Speedway Parks Department, and the general public.  

The Assistant Superintendent, Mr. John Dizney, is the designated chair 
of the committee.  Each year the wellness committee will review and 
update their goals for nutrition education, nutrition promotion, physical 
activity, and other school-based activities. 

K. Monitoring and Evaluation 

The school corporation shall designate one or more persons to be 

operationally responsible to ensure that schools are meeting the policy 
requirements.  Assistant Superintendent, John Dizney will facilitate the 
local health committee and provide updates to the School Board. 
Each year Speedway’s Healthy School Environment Rubric will be 

completed by principals and used for evaluation of the healthy initiatives 
in the district. When completed, the three-year assessment and 
evaluation report are posted on the school corporation website at 
www.speedwayschools.org.

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SECTION V 
ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS 

 

A. Assignment of Pupils to Speedway Schools 
 

Frank H. Wheeler Elementary School 

All pupils in grades kindergarten through six who live on and north of 

25th Street and west of Lynhurst Drive will attend the Wheeler School at 
5700 Meadowood Drive. 
 

James A. Allison Elementary School 

All pupils in grades kindergarten through six who live north of 

Crawfordsville Road, except those assigned to the Wheeler School, will 
attend the Allison School at 5240 West 22nd Street. 
 

Arthur C. Newby Elementary School 

All pupils in grades kindergarten through six living north of the old 
railroad right of way south of Leonard Park and south of Crawfordsville 
Road from the west edge of Speedway east to and including those living 
on the west side of Lynhurst Drive north of 16th Street will attend the 
Newby School at 1849 N. Whitcomb Ave. 

 

Carl G. Fisher Elementary School 

All remaining pupils in grades kindergarten through six living south of 
Crawfordsville Road will attend Fisher School at 5151 West 14th Street, 

including students residing on the east side of Lynhurst Drive between 
16th Street and Crawfordsville Road. 
 
School assignments of elementary pupils may be adjusted after the 

opening day of school. 
 

B. Policy on Transfers – Equalizing Elementary Enrollment 

A parent/legal guardian may request that a student be transferred to the 
grade-level classroom with the lowest current enrollment in the school 

corporation at the time of the request. This policy is intended to equalize 
enrollment in the elementary schools throughout the school corporation. 
In furtherance of the policy’s limited intended purpose, the following 
conditions shall apply: 

1. Requests for transfer under this policy must be based solely on 
class size. 

2. Current class size shall be the only factor that school 
administrators consider in reviewing any transfer request under 
this policy. Class size shall be determined based upon the most 

current available information regarding class sizes within the 
school corporation. 
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3. A transfer request under this policy may only be made once each 
school year. Refusal by a parent/legal guardian to accept a 
granted transfer to the grade level classroom with the lowest 

current enrollment will disqualify the parent/legal guardian from 
making another request regarding the same student during the 
same school year. 

4. The following procedures shall apply to requests for transfer 

under this policy: 
a. At the beginning of each school year, children shall enroll in 

the elementary school in the district where they reside. 
Transfer forms will be available at the School Corporation 
Central Office and in the principal’s office of each elementary 

school. Requests may not be submitted until the first day of 
student attendance. Requests are submitted to the School 
Corporation Central Office. 

b. Requests for transfers must be dated (day and hour) since 

transfers will be reviewed and granted on a first-come first-
served basis based upon the lowest current class size of any 
school in the school corporation. 

c. After the end of the first school week, all pending transfer 
requests will be reviewed in order of date and time received. 

As set forth above, all transfer requests will be reviewed 
based solely upon current enrollment figures for class sizes 
for all schools within the school corporation. 

d. Upon review of each transfer request, (and permitted space 

is available), the student will automatically be granted 
transfer to the class with the smallest class size, regardless 
of which school, location, or neighborhood within the school 
corporation. 

e. When a transfer request is granted, the parent/legal 
guardian will be contacted and asked to complete the 
acceptance/denial portion of the transfer form at the School 
Corporation Central Office. Students accepting approved 
transfers will begin attending the new school within four 

school days of receiving notification of approval. 
 
Transportation for the students who transfer is the responsibility of the 
parent. 

 
A transfer may not extend beyond the school year in which it was 
granted. A new request may be submitted for the following year under 
the provision outlined above. 
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C. Rules for Safety 

Please familiarize your child with the following rules of safety: 
1. Students walking or riding bicycles to school should cross only at 

intersections and corners designated by the school and the 
Speedway Police. Students should cross with a traffic light 
whenever possible. 

2. Walk when going to and from school or when crossing streets. 

Running at these times is hazardous. 
3. Play where it is safe. Do not engage strangers in conversation. 
4. Respect private property. 
5. Where there is no sidewalk, walk on the left-hand side of the 

street, facing traffic. 

6. Obey all rules and laws pertaining to bicycle riding. 
7. Respect and obey police and school patrol officers. They are 

working for your safety and are your friends. 
8. Show proper respect for all community and school property. 

9. Follow school dismissal procedures. 
 

D. School Pictures 

Individual and class photographs are taken during the school year. An 
announcement giving the date pictures will be taken and information 

regarding options for purchasing your child’s picture will be sent home. 
Parents are under no obligation to purchase the pictures. 
 
A yearbook for Speedway Elementary is made available in the spring. 

Students are under no obligation to purchase the book. 
 

E. Reporting to Parents 

Report cards are issued each nine weeks to communicate your child’s 

progress. In addition, Midterm grades will be issued by the Friday of the 
fifth week of the grading period. The purposes of the reporting system 
are: 

● to communicate your child’s achievement effort and behavior 
● to share your child’s social, emotional, physical, and academic 

growth 
● to enable your child to develop and maintain a positive self-

image 
 

Careful consideration of the information will help the parents recognize 
their child’s achievement as it relates to his/her individual ability and 
effort in the class to which he/she is assigned. The reporting is a means 
to encourage two-way communication between the parent and the 
teacher. The card should be signed and returned each nine weeks. If 

there are any questions, please contact the child’s teacher. Parents are 
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encouraged to visit the school. Planned conferences with the teacher to 
discuss concerns are encouraged. 
Parents and students are able to monitor student academics by using 

PowerSchool. PowerSchool is a program that allows parents and 
students to view a student’s grades, attendance, academic progress and 
to receive school updates and general information on-line. PowerSchool 
can be accessed through the Speedway website. The site is password 

protected. Passwords can be obtained by calling the school office. 
 

F. Honor Roll 

Grading Scale: 93 – 100 = A, 84 – 92 = B, 75 – 83 = C, 66 –74 = D, 65 
and below = F. Each nine weeks those students in grades 1-6, who 

exhibit academic achievement for the grading period will receive a ribbon 
in their report card. High honor roll can be achieved by earning a 94 or 
above average consisting of all A’s and no more than one (1) B in the 
academic areas only. The regular honor roll can be achieved by earning 

an 88 or above average consisting of all A’s and/or B’s with no more than 
one (1) C in the academic areas. 
 

G. Summer School 

Remediation and enrichment programs are offered in the summer for 

those students who have not mastered grade level proficiencies or 
accelerate above grade level proficiencies. Students who are registered 
for summer school are expected to be present at all sessions. The 
attendance policy for summer school is the same as that for the regular 

school year. 
 

H. Title I Parent Involvement Policy 

District Level 

The Board of School Trustees endorses the parent involvement goals of 
Title I and encourages the regular participation by parents of Title I 
eligible children in all aspects of the program. The education of children 
is viewed as a cooperative effort among the parents, school and 
community. In this policy, the word “parent” also includes guardians and 

other family members involved in supervising the child’s schooling. 
 
Pursuant to federal law, the corporation will develop jointly with, agree 
with and distribute to parents of children participating in the Title I 

program a written parent involvement policy. Parents will give input to 
review and update the policy annually by April 1 of each year. 
At the required annual meeting of Title I parents, parents will have 
opportunities to participate in the design, development, operation and 
evaluation of the program for the next school year. Proposed activities 
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shall be presented to fulfill the requirements necessary to address the 
requirements of parental involvement. 
 

The corporation will provide the coordination, technical assistance, and 
other support necessary to assist the elementary schools in planning and 
implementing effective parent involvement activities to improve student 
academic achievement and school performance. Elementary 

administrators and instructional coaches meet monthly with the Title I 
Program Administrator to accomplish this support. 
 
In addition to the required annual meeting, additional meetings shall be 
held, at various times of the day and/or evenings, for parents of children 

participating in the Title I program. These meetings shall be used to 
provide parents with: 

1. Information about programs provided under Title I; 
2. A description and explanation of the curriculum in use, the forms 

of academic assessment used to measure student progress, and 
the proficiency levels students are expected to meet; 
Opportunities to formulate suggestions and to participate, as 
appropriate, in decisions relating to the education of their 
children;  

3. The opportunity to bring parent comments/concerns to the 
district level, if they are dissatisfied with the school’s Title I 
program. 

 

The parents of children identified to participate in Title I programs shall 
receive from the school principal and Title I staff an explanation of the 
reasons supporting each child’s selection for the program, a set of 
objectives to be addressed, and a description of the services to be 

provided. Opportunities will be provided for the parents to meet with the 
classroom and Title I teachers to discuss their child’s progress. Teachers 
receive professional development annually to encourage improved 
parent partnerships. 
 

To assist in the education of their children at home, parents will have 
access to the following:

● Training is provided on the school’s website and PowerSchool 
where their child’s attendance, grades, and other academic 

information is stored. 
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● Students have extra math and reading links on the school’s 
website. 

● Information related to school events, meetings and activities is 

written so that parents might understand and is distributed in 
school newsletters, school websites, and specific flyers. Each 
Title I School has a Home School Advisor that is also ready to 
work with parents to offer further clarification and explanation. 

School Administrators coordinate language translations. 
● Instructional Coaches at each school provide ongoing training for 

educators and parents in the value of connecting with parents as 
partners. School staff continually collaborates on ways to build 
ties between home and school. The Speedway Parent Teacher 

groups at each school help to implement the opportunities. 
 
Speedway Schools partners with Family Development Services to 
transition children from Head Start to our elementary schools.  Each 

Title I school will conduct conferences individually with parents to 
coordinate strategies for student success as they transition to our 
kindergarten program. Plans include printed material to support effective 
implementation. 
 

Each school in the corporation receiving Title I funds shall jointly develop 
with parents of children served in the program a “School-Parent 
Compact” outlining the manner in which parents, school staff and 
students share the responsibility for improved student academic 

achievement in meeting State standards. 
 

 
Title I Complaint Process 

 
Parents are partners with the school in educating children. Staff will 
make every effort to communicate with parents. Parents may call the 
schools directly to set up meetings with staff to address concerns. A 
complaint form is available at each school office. If there are concerns 

regarding classroom issues, please contact the classroom teacher first. If 
a satisfactory solution is not achieved by discussion with the classroom 
teacher the parent should contact the building principal for a meeting. 
Should the matter need additional resolution the parent may contact the 

superintendent for a meeting and further options.

A. Grading 

Report cards: Report cards will be mailed home at the end of the day on 
the Friday following the end of the nine week grading period.

Regular Honor Roll: A student shall be eligible for the Regular Honor

“A’s” and “B’s” and at least an average of 3.0 on a 4.0 grading scale for 
the report periods. 
 

Superior Honor Roll: A student shall be eligible for the Superior Honor 

Roll for any nine weeks grading period provided the student earns “A’s” 
in all classes and at least an average of 3.7 on a 4.0 grading scale for 
the report periods. 
 

Grade Points: Regular classes get:  A = 4.0, A-=3.7, B+=3.30, B=3.0, B-

=2.7, C+=2.30, C=2.0, C-=1.7, D+=1.30, D=1.0, F=0

Scholastic Records: School records on health, attendance, grades, 

discipline and standardized tests are kept for each student. Parents may 

inspect these records by calling the school office for an appointment. 
 

Program of Studies: Seventh and eighth grade students are offered a 

curriculum in the following areas: Language Arts, Language Arts High 
Ability, Social Studies, Mathematics, Pre-Algebra, Algebra, Science, 
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Choir, Art, Music, Spanish, Physical Education, Health, Band, Digital 
Citizenship, and Business and Information Technology.  

Junior High Courses Eligible for High School Credit: Students at 

Speedway Junior High School may take three different courses at the 
junior high school for high school credit.  Those 3 courses are: 

● Algebra I (2 credits) * 
● Spanish I (2 credits) * 

● Physical Education (2 credits) * 
     
*A student completing the courses listed above earns a grade and credit that will 

appear on their High School Transcript will also be calculated into their High 

School Grade Point Average (GPA).  If students choose to retake one of these 

courses at the high school their freshman year, the junior high grade and credit 

will not appear on the high school transcript nor be calculated into their high 

school GPA. 

 

Final Exams: Final Exams will be given to all students in all classes at 

the end of the school year. The purpose of these exams is to help 
students prepare for high stakes tests. 
 

Promotion: Promotion to eighth and ninth grades is a result of many 

factors. Grades, standardized achievement test results, attendance, 
behavior, and maturity are all considered. 
 

Awards: Students will be recognized for their achievements during the 

school year at the end of the year award ceremony: 
● Department Award 
● President’s Award 
● John Butterworth Award  

● Kathy Owen “O” Award 
● Citizenship 
● Attendance 
● Honor Roll 

 

Attendance: Attendance recognition will be given to those students that 

have not been absent for an entire day during the school year. 
 

B. School Athletics 

Girls’ Athletics: include cross-country, golf, volleyball, basketball, 

swimming, softball, cheerleading, and track.   
 

Boys’ Athletics: include football, cross-country, golf, basketball, 

wrestling, swimming, track, and baseball.  
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ALL athletic participants must have a current athletic physical on file with 
the school before they will be permitted to participate in tryouts, 
practices, or contests. 

Athletic Eligibility: In order to participate in any sport, a student must be 

passing all classes based on three-week interim report periods. It is our 
intent to enforce academic standards and at the same time give 
deserving students an opportunity to raise their grades as quickly as 

possible. A student that has lost athletic eligibility can regain his/her 
eligibility by passing all classes at the three-week interim report period. 
Students who have lost eligibility may continue to practice with the team 
only at the coach’s discretion. 
 

Sportsmanship Code: We welcome all visiting teams as our guests. We 

will accept all decisions of the officials. We do not utter abusive or 
irritating remarks or attempt to rattle an opposing player. We applaud 
opponents who make good plays or show good sportsmanship. We 

strive to win fairly without boasting and lose without excuses. We ask all 
players and fans to help us live up to the code. May the best team win. 
 

Athletic Participation: In order for an athlete or cheerleader to 

participate in an event for Speedway Junior High School, he/she must 

not be absent due to injury or illness after 12:00 noon of the day of the 
event. Students physically unable or unwilling to participate in P.E. class 
activities will not be eligible to participate in an athletic contest or practice 
on that day. Athletes serving either in-school or out-of-school suspension 

will not be eligible to participate on the day of the suspension. The coach 
may decide to extend a suspension to include athletic contests following 
a school suspension. 
 

Sixth grade students will be eligible to participate in golf, wrestling, 
swimming, cross-country, and track. They must meet all academic 
requirements and have a properly completed physical. They must 
provide their own transportation to the practice site. 
 

C. Tardy to School 

Students who are not in class by 8:10 are considered tardy to school.  
These tardy situations will be handled through the office.  The following 
will be the actions taken for excessive tardiness to school: 

1. 3rd tardy of the school year:  A letter will be mailed home to the 
parent. 

2. 4th – 6th tardy of the school year:  Student will serve a lunch 
detention. 

3. 7th – 9th tardy of the school year:  Student will serve an after 

school detention. 
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4. 10th or more tardy of the school year: Students will serve a day 
in Alternative education (AED) for each additional tardy.  
a. The student may not be allowed to attend any after school 

events (This includes being a member of any after school 
athletic/extracurricular team/club) 

b. Parents may be contacted to pick up their child from school. 
c. A face-to-face parent conference may occur before the 

student is allowed back in school. 
 

D. Student Hall Pass 

Students are expected to remain in class during the entire class period. 
Passes in the Student Agenda are a privilege and not a right of the 

student. The use of student hall passes will be left to the discretion of the 
supervising teacher. 
 

E. School Clubs, Groups, and Performing Groups 

International Club, Student Council, FCA, Academic Pursuit, Newspaper, 
P.A.W.S., Intramural Bowling, Intramural Basketball, Robotics, Musical 
Performance Group and Yearbook are among the activities and clubs 
offered at Speedway Junior High School. Sixth graders are allowed to 
participate in the intramural bowling program.  All interested sixth graders 

must pay the league fees and arrange for their own transportation to and 
from the bowling alley. 

 
Other clubs and organizations may be formed throughout the year with 
faculty sponsorship. Academic eligibility to participate in clubs and 

groups will follow the same guidelines as the athletic policy. 
 

F. Habitual Disobedient 

Statutory Reference IC 20-30-8-2 

Upon a student receiving a 6th cumulative disciplinary referral, (other 
than tardiness/attendance) during a school year, the student may be 
suspended for 5 days Out of School Suspension (OSS). Upon receiving 
a 7th disciplinary referral, students may be recommended for expulsion. 
    
G. Work Permits  

Information regarding work permits for students age 14 and older may be 
obtained in the Guidance Office. Students cannot fail more than two 
classes in order to obtain a work permit. 
 

H. Student Use of Electronic Devices 

Students are not permitted to use their cell phones during the school 
day.  Cell phones must be turned off and out of sight from 8:02 until 3:25. 
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The use of other personal electronic devices is also prohibited during the 
school day.  This includes, but is not limited to: smart watches, CD 
players, iPods, iPads and all other tablets, airpods and all headphones, 

earbuds, laptops, electronic readers, MP3 players, etc. 
 

Note: Exceptions to the use of cell phones and other electronic devices 

may be granted by school personnel and will be decided on a case by 
case basis. 

 

I.  Book Bags/Gym Bags 

To promote a safe, unobstructed environment, to encourage self-
discipline and organization, and to control food and drinks in the 
classrooms, bags that contain books may be brought to school but must 

remain in lockers during the school day.  ANY bag capable of containing 
a text book will be considered a book bag, and school personnel have 
the responsibility to take the bag and send it to the office.  Gym bags 
must also remain in lockers during the school day unless students are 

moving to and from the physical education class.

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SECTION VII 

SPEEDWAY HIGH SCHOOL 

 

A. Curriculum and Course Selection 

Enrollment in courses is for both semesters of the school year. Students 

are encouraged to select challenging courses in which they have a 
reasonable chance for success. The demands of each course, the 
combination of courses taken and time needed for extracurricular and 
outside activities should all be considered. 
 

The Speedway High School Curriculum Guide is available on the SHS 
website “Guidance” link. Students should read through course 
descriptions carefully, meet with teachers and work with their counselor 

when planning a schedule of courses that is appropriate and meets their 
educational plans. 
 

Along with ten other school districts, Speedway High School participates 
in the Area 31 Career Center located at Ben Davis High School. 
Eleventh and twelfth grade students, with parents’ written consent, may 
apply for a half-day career program. More information is available in the 

Area 31 Curriculum Guide located on the SHS guidance website and 
from the school counselor. 
 

Speedway also offers a FLEX schedule for seniors who are employed  
or enrolled in an on-campus college course.  More information is 
available in the Speedway High School Curriculum Guide and from the 
student’s school counselor. 
 

B. Definition of Terms 

One Credit of Class Work:  A credit represents one semester of course 

work completed with a passing semester grade. All courses at Speedway 
High School award one credit per semester. 
 

Honor Pre-Advanced Placement (H Pre-AP) Courses:  Honor Pre-

Advanced Placement (H Pre-AP) courses cover materials in more depth 
and incorporate content not covered in non-Pre-AP courses.  Students in 
H Pre-AP courses are expected to utilize higher order/critical thinking 

skills as well as complete additional work outside of class.  Students who 
are successful in H Pre-AP courses during the freshman and sophomore 
years often choose to enroll in one or more Honor Advanced Placement 
(H AP) courses later in high school.  The pace and rigor of Honor H Pre-

AP courses is designed to prepare students for the demands of H AP 
coursework.  Students will receive an additional .5 honor point per 
semester for each H Pre-AP course in which a semester grade of C- or 
higher is earned. 
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Honor Advanced Placement (H AP) Courses: College Board 

Advanced Placement (H AP) courses are our most rigorous courses. In 
addition to mastering the more challenging course content students are 

expected to utilize higher order/critical thinking skills and complete more 
work outside of class. College credit may be awarded if a qualifying 
score of 3, 4 or 5 is earned on the H AP exam given in May.  Students 
will receive an additional honor point per semester for each AP course in 

which a semester grade of C- or higher is earned.  Students are also 
required to take the Honor Advanced Placement (H AP) Exams in May in 
order to receive the honor value.  
 

Dual Credit Courses (DC):  Dual Credit (DC) courses are available at 

SHS and enable students to concurrently earn high school and college 
credit.  High school credit is awarded if the student earns a passing 

grade for the semester. College credit is awarded and is transferable if 
the student registers with the university and earns a passing grade of C- 
or higher for the semester. 
 

Honor Dual Credit Courses (H DC): 
Honor Dual Credit (H DC) courses are available at SHS and enable 
students to concurrently earn high school and college credit. Students 

must meet certain placement requirements (determined by the 
university) to qualify for dual credit.  High school credit is awarded if the 
student earns a passing grade for the semester. College credit is 
awarded and is transferable if the student registers with the university 
and earns a passing grade of C- or higher for the semester.  H DC 

course students can receive an additional honor point per semester for 
dual credit courses with an “Honors'' designation, (e.g. Honor Spanish 
IV) in which a semester grade of C- or higher is earned.  Students 
enrolled in Honors Dual Credit courses are required to take the semester 

final exam. 
 

C. Enrollment & Graduation Requirements 
Students are required to enroll in 7 courses per semester each year as 
follows:

Scheduling Guidelines: 

1. Students are required to enroll in at least 4 core subjects each 
semester. 

2. Students who fail English are allowed to proceed to the next 
level as they retake a failed course. At the end of the school 

year, students in math who earn a semester grade less than a 
“C” will be reviewed to determine if appropriate proficiencies 
have been mastered. Some students may be required to repeat 
the course to develop proficiencies essential to success at the 
next level. 

3. Students who have exhausted all course work offered in a 
specific academic area at SHS, may request a conference with 
school administration to explore the option of pursuing 
enrollment in the next level course.   

4. Please refer to the Curriculum Guide for additional information 
regarding schedule procedures. 

 

Requirements for Graduation 
1. The Principal may waive credit requirements if a student has 

moved from a district where the availability of course work was 
limited. 

2. Seniors fulfilling all credit requirements who pass the ISTEP+ 10 
will be issued diplomas at commencement. 

3. Seniors fulfilling all credit requirements who do not pass the 
ISTEP+ 10, but meet an approved graduation pathway, will be 
issued diplomas at commencement. 

4. Seniors fulfilling all credit requirements who do not pass the 
ISTEP+ 10, and who do not meet an approved graduation 
pathway, but meet waiver requirements, will be issued diplomas 
at commencement. 

5. Students on a non-diploma path, who successfully complete the 
Certificate of Completion course of study, will be issued a 
Certificate of Completion at commencement. 

6. Seniors who do not meet graduation and credit requirements 
may not participate in commencement. 

 

D. Attendance Requirements for Graduation 
Each student will be required to attend eight semesters of high school. 
Principal may consider special circumstances which might reduce the 
eight semester requirement.

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E. High School Level Correspondence Courses 
High school level coursework is available through correspondence 
courses offered by various colleges and universities. In addition, online 

courses are available through providers such as the Central Indiana 
Educational Service Center (CIESC) or the Indiana Online Academy 
(IOA). Interested students should see their school counselor for more 
information about course offerings, how the grade earned in the online 

course will factor into a student’s GPA, and registration procedures. 
 

F. Honor Roll 

Regular Honor Roll: Regular Honor Roll will be determined four times out 

of the academic year: Quarter (Q) 1; Semester (S) 1; Quarter (Q) 3; and 
Semester (S) 2.  A student shall be eligible for the regular honor roll for 
any of the aforementioned terms (Q1; S1; Q3; S2) provided the student 

earns at least a grade of “C” or better in each of his classes and earns a 
grade point average of 3.0 or better for that grading term. 
 

Superior Honor Roll: Superior Honor Roll will be determined four times 

out of the academic year: Quarter (Q) 1; Semester (S) 1; Quarter (Q) 3; 
and Semester (S) 2.  A student shall be eligible for the superior honor roll 
for any of the aforementioned terms (Q1; S1; Q3; S2) provided the 

student earns at least a grade of “B” or better in each of his classes and 
earns a grade point average of 3.5 or better for that grading term. 
 

To figure the grade point average, add the honor points and divide by the 
number of credits.

H. Academic Dishonesty 

To uphold the high standards of academic excellence that we have 

established at Speedway High School, it is expected that students will 
refrain from any and all forms of academic dishonesty.  Academic 
dishonesty occurs when students obtain, or assist others in obtaining, 
credit for academic work that is not their own. The various ways that 

academic integrity can be violated are discussed below. The examples 
within this section do not necessarily exhaust the scope of these 
violations. 
 

Cheating - the use of any assistance or giving assistance to another 

student in the completion of class assignments or tests without 
permission from the teacher.  Examples of cheating may include: 

copying the work of another student during an examination or other 
academic activity, copying or sharing answers between classes, using or 
possessing unauthorized notes, study sheets, exams, electronic devices 
or other materials during an exam or collaborating with another student 
during an exam or academic activity. 
 

Plagiarism - claiming to be the author of material that someone else 

actually wrote or the use of another's work or production without crediting 
the source.  Examples of plagiarism include: failure to use quotation 
marks when directly quoting a source, failure to document distinctive 
ideas from a source, paraphrasing of a passage without documentation 
and copying information from the internet or other computer-based 

sources.  This also includes work from present and previous high school 
students. 
 

1st Offense – Teacher will contact parents and submit a referral to the 

office.  Students will be required to redo the assignment, or similar 
assignment, for 64% credit.  Students may be placed in After School 
Detention until the assignment is completed. 
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2nd Offense – Teacher will contact parents and submit a referral to the 

office.  Students will receive a “0” on the assignment.  At the teacher’s 
discretion, the student may be required to redo the assignment, or similar 

assignment, in order to assess the student’s learning.  Students may be 
placed in After School Detention until the assignment is completed. 
 

3rd Offense – Teacher will contact parents and submit a referral to the 

office.  Students will receive an “F” for the semester and will not receive 
credit for the class. 
 

I. Incompletes 
Students who receive an Incomplete (I) grade for a nine-week period 

and/or semester grade have one week to complete their work. After one 
week, all Incomplete (I) grades that have not been assigned a grade will 
be changed to Failed (F).  All Incompletes (I) must receive prior approval 
by school administration. 
 

J. Report Cards 
Report cards are mailed home following the end of each nine-week 
grading period. 
 

K. Summer School Credits 
A student seeking summer school credits outside of SHS offerings must 
have prior authorization from administration for the credits to apply 
toward graduation requirements. 
 

L. Class Rank 
Class rank will be determined at semester by each student’s GPA. 
 

M. Valedictorian and Salutatorian 
Senior class valedictorian and salutatorian will be determined by class 
rank at the end of the seventh semester. 
 

N. College Visits 
Students may be eligible to take two (2) college visits during their junior 
year and two (2) college visits during their senior year. 
Students may use these days under the following conditions: 

1. The student’s attendance is in good standing. 

2. The student fills out a college visitation form in the main office 
and returns the form signed by a college admission 
representative. 

3. The student receives approval from administration in advance of 
the visit. 
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O. Tardy to School 
Students who are not in class by 8:00 (8:50 on Mondays) are considered 
tardy to school. Any student who is tardy to school must report to the 

main office to sign in and get a tardy pass to first period. The following 
will be the actions taken for excessive tardiness to school:  
 

5th - 9th tardy After school detention 

 
10th tardy  Assignment to the Alternate Education 
                    Center for one day and the student may be    

placed on Disciplinary Probation. 
         

11th+ tardy      Assignment to the Alternate Education  
Center for one day.  Possible extension to the 
Disciplinary Probation period. 

 

P. Tardy to Class 

Tardiness is tracked during the entire school day and accumulates for 
the semester. The following consequences are established for a student 
with habitual tardiness: 
     

5th - 9th tardy      After school detention 
 

10th tardy      Assignment to the Alternate Education Center 
for one day and the student may be placed on 

Disciplinary Probation. 
 

11th-14th Assignment to the Alternate Education  
Center for one day.  Possible extension to the 

Disciplinary Probation period. 
 

15th tardy      Out of school suspension for one day,  
parent notification or student may be suspended 
pending expulsion. The principal will consider 

individual circumstances. 
 

Q. Unexcused Absences 

Unexcused absences result from, but are not limited to, the following:   

• Any absence not verified by a phone call or note within 1 school 
day of the student’s return. (If contact is not made within 1 school 
day the absence will remain unexcused)  

• Absences for reasons such as personal shopping trips, hair 
appointments, oversleeping, car trouble, working, etc. 
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• Absences after the student’s 10th day of absence that are not 
excused by a medical doctor or the school nurse. 

• Truancy. This is when a student misses school and does not 

have the approval of the parent or the school.  
 
Any student who accumulates 10 unexcused absences for the year will 
be considered a habitual truant and may be placed on Disciplinary 

Probation.  
 

R. Student Hall Pass 

Students are expected to remain in class during the entire class period 
and are not permitted in the hallways unless they have a hall pass from a 

staff member. A student out of class for any reason using a hall pass 
shall go directly to their destination, conduct their business, and promptly 
return to their classroom. Hall passes are a privilege and not a right of 
the student. The use of student hall passes will be left to the discretion of 

the supervising teacher and are generally reserved for emergencies. 
Students who abuse the privilege of using hall passes may lose the 
privilege.  No student is allowed in areas where adult supervision is not 
present. These restrictions also include leaving the lunchroom area 
during the lunch period without permission.  

 

S. Habitual Disobedient 
Statutory Reference IC 20-30-8-2 
Upon a student receiving a 6th cumulative disciplinary referral, (other 

than tardiness/attendance) during a school year, the student may be 
suspended 5 days Out of School Suspension (OSS) and placed on 
Disciplinary Probation. Upon receiving a 7th disciplinary referral, 
students may be recommended for expulsion. 

 

T. Disciplinary Probation 

Students who are placed on disciplinary probation shall be limited and/or 
suspended from extracurricular and social privileges for the duration of 
the probationary period. 
 

● Extracurricular:  Student may not take part in any extracurricular 
events including, but not limited to, athletic contests, academic 

team meets, musical performances, plays and club parties. The 
student may still participate in regular meetings and practices 
with the consent of a building administrator. 
 

● Social: This student may not attend any extracurricular events, 
dances or other school functions outside of the regular school 
day without the consent of a building administrator. 
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Any attempt to circumvent the suspensions during the probationary 
period may result in permanent loss of privileges, a lengthening of the 
probationary period, or further disciplinary action including but not limited 
to after school detention, placement in the AEC, suspension, or 

expulsion. The building administrators reserve the right to shorten or 
lengthen the probationary period based upon student behavior. 
Students may be placed on Disciplinary Probation for the following: 

● 10th tardy to school 
● 10th tardy to periods 2-7 

● 4th Truancy 
● 10th unexcused absence 
● 6th behavioral referral (other than tardiness/attendance) 

 

U. Assignment to the Alternate Education Center (AEC) 

Speedway High School initiated a program of disciplinary procedures 
which will permit uninterrupted school attendance but will allow the 
disruptive student to be removed from the traditional classroom and 
placed in a special classroom environment. A student who violates 

school policies or rules may be assigned to the AEC. 
 
Every effort will be made for students who are assigned to the AEC to 
continue their educational program. Any student who refuses to 

cooperate with this assignment may be given up to a ten-day off-site 
suspension. The student will then be required to complete the original 
AEC assignment after the off-site suspension has been completed. 
Therefore, parents’ support for this program will be solicited for those 
students who may refuse this assignment. This program is a positive 

move to control student behavior and to decrease the number of off-site 
suspensions. 
 

V. General Structure and Guidelines for the Alternate Education 

Center 
 
Rules 

1. You will be graded in the AEC room on a behavior rubric. During 
the course of the day if you accumulate 5 negative marks you 

will be removed from the AEC and placed in Out of School 
Suspension. Upon returning to SHS you will serve two additional 
days minimum in the AEC room. (Length of time in the AEC will 
be determined by administration) 

2. AEC placements will be served from 8:00 am to 3:20 pm in the  
AEC room. 
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3. Students are responsible for bringing all books, and school 
related materials. 

4. No talking unless answering a question directed to you by the 

AEC teacher. 
5. No electronic equipment of any kind is allowed. Any and all 

electronic equipment will be taken and turned over to the main 
office. 

6. No sleeping in the AEC. If you have completed all assignments, 
the AEC teacher will provide supplemental work. 

Agreements 
1. Students will turn in completed work to the AEC teacher. 

Assignments will be placed in teacher’s mailboxes at the 

conclusion of each school day. 
2. If a student fails to utilize time in the AEC to complete 

assignments, the student will be assigned an additional day in 
AEC on the next available school day. 

3. Two bathroom breaks will be allowed during the school day, one 
in the morning, and one in the afternoon. Exact times will be 
determined by the AEC teacher. 

4. Lunch will be taken between A and B lunch. Students may go 
through the lunch line, but will take their lunches back to the AEC 

room, or remain in the café under supervision. 
 

W. School Work During Suspensions 

When suspended, students are still expected to complete any homework 

assignments missed while on their suspension. In order to receive credit, 
homework assignments must be turned in within one school day of the 
student returning. Suspended students will also be permitted to make up 
tests, quizzes, and major projects missed during their suspension. The 

student will initiate the need to make up the test, quiz, and/or major 
project with the teacher. The test, quiz, and/or major project must be 
made up in a reasonable amount of time communicated by the teacher. 
In most cases, the test, quiz, and/or major project will be made up the 
day the student returns. 

 
X. Attendance at Social Activities 
Social activities of classes, including all school and after ball game 
dances should be limited in attendance to Speedway students only, 
unless prior permission is received by school administration. 

 
Social activities of student organizations should be held on school 
property unless special permission is granted by the administration (an 
example is the Junior-Senior Prom).  
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Y. Junior-Senior Prom 

Speedway High School Prom is open for attendance by currently 
enrolled Speedway High School 11th and 12th grade students and their 

guests. All guests attending prom who are not Speedway High School 
students must be under the age of twenty-one, and be able to provide 
verification they are a student in good standing at another high school, a 
college or university, or a member of the Armed Services.  A student 

requesting to bring a guest or friend who is not a Speedway High School 
student must complete the "School Dance Guest Request Form" and 
return it to the main office before the end of school on the day prior to the 
event. This form requires the signature of the principal or administrator of 
the guest's school and approval of SHS administration.  

 

Z. Chaperones 
All evening events must be chaperoned by at least one female and one 
male staff member. This is to permit proper supervision of restrooms. 

 

AA. Book Bags/Gym Bags 
To promote a safe, unobstructed environment, to encourage self-
discipline and organization, and to control food and drinks in the 
classrooms, bags that contain books may be brought to school but must 

remain in lockers during the school day. ANY bag capable of containing 
a text book will be considered a book bag, and school personnel have 
the responsibility to take the bag and send it to the office. Gym bags 
must also remain in lockers during the school day unless students are 

moving to and from the physical education class. 
 
Consequences for violations: 
1st offense – Item confiscated, student picks up at end of the day. 
2nd offense – Item confiscated, parent/guardian picks up bag. 
3rd offense – Item confiscated, bag may be picked up at end of the 

semester. 
 

BB. Student Parking Tags 
In order to drive to school, students must submit a completed parking 
application and $10 to the main office. Applications for parking tags will 
be available during summer registration and in the main office throughout 
the school year. 
 

CC. Parking Lot Areas– Student and Faculty 
The parking area north of the divider strip and south of the south central 
and southwest entrances is reserved for staff members. 
Students who drive to school may park in any of the marked parking 

lanes directly south of the sidewalk and the divider strip. Parking lanes 
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directly south of the southeast entrance and the music department are 
reserved for band marching practice. The speed limit is 20 miles per hour 
in the parking areas. 

 
The parking area north of the building is reserved for faculty, parents, 
and visitors. This driveway is one-way east. Students are not to park in 
this area without permission. 
 

DD. Parking Lot Regulations 

1. Students will park only in the areas noted in the preceding 

paragraphs. 
2. Students must have a parking tag visible in the front window of 

the registered vehicle. 
3. Students’ vehicles may be taken from the student parking lot 

only when the student has been excused from class. 
4. Students are not permitted in the parking lot during the school 

day. 
5. Indiana highway laws and regulations will be observed while   

driving on school property. 

6. Students who fail to abide by these rules may lose the privilege 
of driving and parking on school property, or face an off-site 
suspension or an Alternate Education Center assignment. 

7. The school reserves the right to search all vehicles it deems 
necessary that are parked on school property. 

 

EE. Closed Campus Lunch 
Students are not allowed to leave the SHS campus for lunch. Students 
who wish to leave school during lunch must be signed out by their 
parents/guardian. 

 
FF. Cafeteria 

Breakfast and lunch will be available for students to purchase in the 
cafeteria. Students may bring lunches from home, or they may purchase 
lunch from the cafeteria.  Students are not to arrange for fast food to be 

delivered to school.  Lunch brought in by parents from restaurants is also 
discouraged.  Any restaurant items that are brought in for individual 
students will be consumed in an assigned area.  Students are not 
permitted to remove food or drink from the cafeteria.   
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GG. Visitation to Speedway High School 

Parents/legal guardians are welcome to visit Speedway High 
School.  We do ask that parents/guardians schedule visits and meetings 

a minimum of one day in advance by contacting the high school office. 
Upon entering the building, all visitors must check in at the front office to 
receive a visitor badge. A visitor badge will only be granted when a 
limited background check is obtained.  

 
Guests/Former students may not visit Speedway High School during the 
school day without prior administrative approval -- requests should be 
made with the building principal a minimum of one day in advance.  
 

HH. Work Permits 
Information regarding work permits may be obtained in the Counseling 
Office. Students failing more than two classes cannot obtain a work 
permit. 
 

II. Student Organizations 
All student organizations of Speedway High School other than class 
organizations must first receive recognition and approval from SHS 
Administration and remain subject to its rules and regulations. 
Class organizations are subject to student council rules and regulations. 
All student organizations must have an adult sponsor who is a staff 
member of Speedway Schools. 
 

The sponsor, or sponsors, must be present at all class organization 
meetings, and activities.  All meetings and special activities must be 
approved by the principal. 
 

JJ. Organizations not Sponsored by School 

Student groups or organizations not sponsored by the school should 
abide by the following regulations: 

1. Make no effort to control school elections, school honors, 
selections of school groups or teams, or any other school 

activities. 
2. Make no use of the school building, grounds, or other school 

facilities for their regular or special activities. 
3. Post no written notices or posters upon school bulletin boards or 

any other school property. 
4. Use no fund-raising sales or activities, which have any direct or 

indirect relations to school activities. 
5. Understand that no information, news items, nor paid advertising 

shall be printed in any school publications. 
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It shall be unlawful for the pupils in any school of this state to form secret 
societies, fraternities, or similar organizations in such schools; and the 
board of school commissions or board of trustees of any school town or 

city, and the trustee of any school township, and the superintendent of 
any school are hereby required to enforce the provisions of this act by 
suspending or, if necessary, expelling a pupil in any elementary or high 
school who refuses or neglects to obey such rules or regulations or any 

of them. 
 

KK. Clubs 
Key, Spanish, Student Council, National Honor Society, Multicultural, 
Drama, and the Fellowship of Christian Athletes are offered at Speedway 

High School as Clubs. 
 

LL. National Honor Society 
Membership in the National Honor Society (NHS) shall be honorary. 

Selection is based on scholarship, service, leadership, and character. 
Candidates for membership shall have spent at least one semester in 
Speedway High School and shall be a member of the junior or senior 
class. Candidates eligible for election into NHS shall have a minimum 3.6 
GPA (without rounding) after their fourth or sixth semester. To meet the 

service requirement for membership, the student must have been 
involved in at least three service projects. Out of school projects are also 
acceptable. Whether a student meets the qualifications of leadership and 
character shall be determined by a vote of the NHS Faculty Council. Full 

faculty input is sought and considered prior to this vote on selection. In 
order to fill the service requirement for continued membership, students 
must have participated in a chapter service project. Also, each member 
has the responsibility for choosing and participating in an individual 

service project, which reflects his or her particular talents and interests. 
Members who fall below the scholastic eligibility at the end of any 
semester shall be dropped from the membership roll. Members who fall 
below the required standards in character shall be brought before the 
NHS Faculty Council and a decision made by majority vote. 

 

MM. Athletic Eligibility and Code of Conduct 
Speedway High School, as a member of the Indiana High School Athletic 
Association, must certify the eligibility of all contestants participating in its 

interscholastic athletic program. The following sports are available to 
students of Speedway High School:

Volleyball 
 
Participating in interscholastic athletics is a privilege and not a right, thus 

a higher standard of behavior is expected. Students may participate in 
more than one sport per season with the consent of the coaches of the 
sports involved. However, 100 athletic points are the most that can be 
earned in one season. 

 
In order to represent Speedway High School in interscholastic athletics, 
you must meet the following standards: 

 
Insurance Exclusion: Parents/Guardians will be financially responsible 

for all medical costs incurred in connection with the athlete’s participation 
in all sports offered by the athletic program as stated in the Consent and 

Release certificate of the IHSAA. All athletes, as well as their parents or 
guardians, must be aware of the possibility of serious injury when they 
participate in a sports program. Sometimes the injury could be serious 
enough to have an altering effect on their quality of life. 
 
Consent for Participation:  All participants must have a pre-participation 

physical evaluation, drug testing form, Concussion/Cardiac Arrest form, and 

a medical emergency slip on file with the principal, athletic director and the 
coach before the first practice. 

 
Enrollment-Scholarship: Student athletes must presently be enrolled in 

and passing during the previous grading period, at least five full credit 
subjects. A student found scholastically ineligible at such time shall not 

participate in inter-school contests until he or she has regained 
scholastic eligibility at the end of the next grading period when report 
cards are issued. Scholastic eligibility at the end of a semester is based 
on semester grades. 
 
Age: Students whose twentieth birthday occurs on or before the day of 

the state finals in a particular sport shall be ineligible for that sport for the 
entire season. 
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Amateurism: All contestants must be amateurs (i.e., students shall not 

play under assumed names and not accept money or merchandise 

directly or indirectly for athletic participation). 
 
Outside Participation: A student who participates in an athletic contest 

on any other similar team during that same season in which they 

represent their school will become ineligible to compete on their high 
school team in that sport. 
 
Conduct: Athletes, both in and out of season, on or off school property, 

are expected to exhibit better than the minimum standards of conduct, 

appearance and dress. Athletic training rules are in effect year round. If, 
in the judgment of the principal or his designee, an athlete: a) exhibits 
conduct that brings discredit to Speedway High School or the IHSAA or 
b) creates a disruptive influence on the discipline, good order, moral or 

educational environment at Speedway High School, then he/she may be 
suspended from athletic competition. 
 
A complete list of Code of Conduct Rules plus additional information 
related to athletics is included in the Speedway High School Athletic 

Handbook. 
 

NN. Weight Room 
Rules as posted in the weight room: 

1. No loitering. You will work or leave. 
2. No food or drink allowed. 
3. Return all equipment to its proper storage place. (For example, 

do not leave plates on any bar. Return them to a rack when 

finished.) 
4. You must have a physical on file to use the weight room. 
5. Always use a spotter. 
6. Only authorized persons, under proper supervision, are to be in 

this facility. 

7. Students using the weight room before and after school will be 
included in the random drug testing pool. 

 

OO. Cheerleaders 
Varsity and reserve cheerleaders are selected in the spring of each 
school year to serve the following school year. Any student in the 8th 
grade, freshman, sophomore, or junior class (at time of the selection) 
who is scholastically eligible may be selected. 
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PP. Drug Testing 
Speedway High School utilizes random drug testing, reasonable 
suspicion drug testing, and portable breath instruments to provide a safe 

environment for all students. 
 
Random Drug Testing Policy – Board Policy of School Town of 
Speedway 
Any Speedway High School student who wishes to participate in extra-
curricular / co-curricular activities or drive to or from school or any school 
related events MUST participate in the School Town of Speedway Drug 
and Alcohol Random Testing Program. Any student who does not 
consent to enroll will not be permitted to participate in such activities. 

Students enrolled in the School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol 
Random Testing Program will be subjected to a random chemical test to 
determine if the student has consumed or is under the influence of drugs 
or alcohol. 
 
Students who do not drive to school or any school activities or participate 
in extra-curricular/co-curricular activities may voluntarily enroll in the 
School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol Random Testing Program. 
 

Enrollment Period 
Any student who drives to school, anticipates driving to school or 
anticipates participating in extra-curricular/co-curricular or any school 
related activities during the current school year MUST enroll in the 

School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol Random Testing Program 
as set forth below. 
 
EXAMPLE: A student who anticipates participating only in a spring 

activity must enroll in the School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol 
Random Drug Testing Program during the initial enrollment period. 
He/she must be in the testing pool for the school year. 
 
EXAMPLE: B student who anticipates receiving his/her driving license in 

the spring must enroll in the School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol 
Random Testing Program during the initial enrollment period. He/She 
must be in the testing pool for the entire school year. 
 

Enrollment in the drug testing pool must be completed within FIVE school 
days, of the start of the current school year, or within FIVE days of a 
student’s enrollment. 
Once enrolled in the School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol 
Random Testing Program the student will remain enrolled for the 

duration of their time at Speedway High School. Parents/students will 
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have the opportunity to change their enrollment status each year during 
the enrollment period. 
 

Student drivers must be entered in the pool to receive a parking permit. 
 
Enrollment in the pool after the deadline will be allowed with a negative 
test furnished at the parent/student expense. 
 
Parental consent forms for new students at Speedway High School will 
be signed during the enrollment procedure. Every new student must 
have a signed form on file indicating their choice of participation in the 
School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol Random Testing Program. 

New students must enroll in the program within five school days of 
starting school. 
 
Positive Test Result Procedure 
No individual shall be expelled or suspended from school as a result of a 
positive test from the School Town of Speedway Drug and Alcohol 
Random Testing Program. No policy enforcement shall occur until the 
Principal or his designee has had a conference with the parents or 
guardians of the student. When in conflict with the procedures below, the 

language established in the athletic handbook shall take precedence. 

 
First Positive Test Result 

1. Suspension from participation in extra-curricular / co-curricular 
activities, and driving privileges for 42 calendar days. 

2. Students and Parents meet with school officials within 7 days. 
3. Enter a drug treatment / counseling program at parent/student 

expense. 
4. Return to participation in extra-curricular / co-curricular activities 

and reinstatement of driving privileges upon: 
a. Written agreement to be tested up to 3 times for 365 days at 

the school’s discretion. 
b. Written agreement to provide a negative drug test at 

student/parent expense. A negative test result will allow the 

student to return to practice only within the 42 days. 
c. Minimum time requirement is completed 
d. Suspension will be carried over from one school year to the 

next. 

 
Second Positive Test Result 

1. Suspension from participation in extra-curricular/co-curricular 
activities, and driving privileges for 365 calendar days. 

2. Students and Parents meet with school officials within 7 days. 
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3. Enter a drug treatment / counseling program at parent/student 
expense. 

4. Return to participation in extra-curricular / co-curricular activities 

and reinstatement of driving privileges upon: 
a. Provide documentation of successfully complete a 

counseling / treatment program and shown to be non-
dependent 

b. A student may not participate for 365 days. 
c. Suspension will be carried over from one school year to the 

next. 
 
Third Positive Test Result 

1. Suspension from participation in extra-curricular/co-curricular 
activities and driving privileges for the remaining time they are a 
student at Speedway High School. 

2. Students and Parents meet with school officials within 7 days. 

 
Failure to abide by the above procedures will be handled through the 
Speedway High School Discipline Code. Violations of this policy by a 
Student are cumulative during the student’s time at Speedway High 
School (grades 9-12). 

Testing Flow Chart 
1. Student names are entered into the data pool by assigned 

number. 
2. The testing agency selects student names randomly by utilizing 

assigned numbers. 
3. The testing agency will send numbers to Speedway High School. 
4. School administrative staff will escort the student to the testing 

site for specimen collection by the testing agency or Principal’s 

designee. 
5. The testing agency will follow the chain of custody and test the 

sample. 
6. A positive test screen will result in a second confirming test on 

the same sample by the laboratory. 

7. The school administration and/or the testing lab will contact the 
parents with the results. 

8. The school administration will review the test result with the 
parents and consequences for a positive test result will be 

applied. 
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QQ. Meeting the Graduation Examination Requirements for 
Graduation 
Per the Indiana Department of Education (IDOE), the Graduation 

Examination Requirements for the Classes of 2020, 2021 and 2022 are 
the ISTEP+ 10 for English/Language Arts and Math.  
 

Students in the Class of 2020, 2021 and 2022 can meet the ISTEP +10 
Graduation Examination requirements in one of four ways: 

1. Pass the ISTEP+ 10 assessment for both English/Language Arts 
and Math; 

2. Not pass the ISTEP+ 10, successfully complete an approved 
graduation pathway; 

3. Receive a waiver from the ISTEP+10 requirement; or 
4. Unsuccessfully complete a graduation pathway but meet the 

requirements to receive a waiver from the pathway requirement.  
 

Per the IDOE, students in the Class of 2023 must complete Graduation 
Pathways Requirements to graduate. 
 

Students in the Class of 2023 can meet the Graduation Pathways 
Requirements by satisfying all three of the following: 

5. Earn a High School Diploma; 
6. Learn and Demonstrate Employability Skills; and 

7. Learn and Demonstrate Post-Secondary Competencies. 
See the 2019-20 Curriculum Guide on the Guidance Website for more 
information regarding Graduation Pathways and the associated pathway 
options. 

 

RR. Student Use of Electronic Devices 
This policy is designed to apply to all electronic devices (cell phones, 
earbuds, headphones, tablets, CD players, iPods, iPads, laptops, e-
readers, video games, MP3 players, smart watches (etc.), and is 

intended to help students learn how to use technology appropriately. 
Students also have responsibility to keep their electronic devices secure 
if they choose to bring such devices to school. The school is not 
responsible for lost or stolen items. 
Students are not permitted to use their personal electronic devices in the 
classroom.  Devices may be confiscated if they are seen or heard.  It is 
recommended that personal electronic devices not be taken into any 
classroom during the school day without the direct permission from the 

classroom teacher and principal.  Personal electronic devices brought 
into the classroom may be collected/confiscated by the classroom 
teacher in order to prevent potential distractions to the learning 
environment. 
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Students may use electronic devices: 

● in the cafeteria during the student’s assigned lunch period; 
● in the hallways during passing periods; 

● in a manner that is not disruptive to others. 
● in the classroom for educational purposes only after specific 

approval by the principal:  signature of teacher/principal. 
Students may not use electronic devices: 

● to invade the privacy of another person, including the taking of 
photos or videos (1) in private areas such as locker rooms, 
bathrooms, or dressing areas or (2) at any other time without the 
permission of any person who might be photographed or 
videoed. 

 

Any use contrary to that set out above will be subject to the following 
consequences which may also include other immediate disciplinary 
actions if any other school or criminal codes are violated: 

● 1st offense—Item confiscated, after school detention, 

parent/guardian contact 
● 2nd offense—Item confiscated, after school detention, 

parent/guardian pick up 
● 3rd offense—Item confiscated, Alternative Education, 

parent/guardian pickup 
● 4th offense—Item confiscated, out-of- school suspension (days 

to be determined), possible expulsion investigation for 
insubordination. 

 

SS. Food and Beverage in the Classroom 
At the discretion of the classroom teacher, students may have bottled 
water in the classroom.  Teachers may also give permission for students 
to have food in the classroom, if the circumstances warrant it. 
 

 
TT. Opportunity to Attend Speedway High School – Residence 
Legal residents of Speedway may attend Speedway High 
School.  Students who complete their junior year as a legal resident of 
Speedway have the opportunity to attend SHS as a senior.  Students 

who move prior to the end of their junior year will be required to attend 
the school of their new residence. 
 

UU. Emancipated Students 
The School Town of Speedway, regardless of a student’s age, only 
recognizes a student as emancipated from the care and direction of their 
parent/legal guardian in matters pertaining to school when the student 

has met all of the following four conditions as stated in IC 20-26-11-4: 
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A student is emancipated when the student: 
1.   Furnishes the student’s support from the students own  
      resources; 
2. Is not dependent in any material way on the student’s parents for 

support; 
3. Files or is required by applicable law to file a separate tax return   

and 
4. Maintains a residence separate from that of the student’s  
       parents. 

 

Until all four conditions listed above are established and recognized by 
the school corporation, the student remains under the care and direction 
of their parent/guardian in all matters pertaining to school.
